SAVE MGEDEZI

Mgedezi has been victimised by the apartheid
state for his role in organising the South African
NUM at Vaal Reefs Mine. It is essential that the pres-

sure and publicity which has been galvanised

around the three should be focused to prevent

Mgedezi’s execution. If this mineworker hangs, it

will mark the first occasion of judicial murder of a

trade unionist in the present round of repression.

The British Government has not yet intervened —

they must be forced to act.

B Raise this case in your own organisation.
Pass resolutions to be sent to the British
Government to intervene in this case.

B Lobby your MP and MEP. Order the case
briefing from the Joint Campaign.

B Send protests to the State President, P W
Botha, Union Buildings, Pretoria, South
Africa, 0001.

N Support demonstrations outside the UK
offices of Anglo-American.

B Demand that coal from a regime that
attempts to bang mineworkers sbould be

banned.

Violent incidents had been
occurring for many months
which were blamed by manage-
ment on ‘faction fighting’. But this
violence is endemic to a mining
system which seeks to maximise
profits and reduce the safety of
the miners.

Thousands of miners have

- been killed by poor safety or

directly at the hands of team lead-
ers with no charges being bought
against the offenders. After the
Kinross disaster, where 177
mineworkers were Kkilled, the
South African NUM were not
allowed to give evidence at the
enquiry. The company was
cleared of any responsibility for
the deaths.

Mgedezi appealed to mine
management the day prior to the
incident to disarm all the
mineworkers in an attempt to halt
the violence. This request was
refused. In other areas mine man-
agement had used armed vig-
ilantes in an attempt to curb the
growing power of the South Affri-
can NUM.
