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Thank you f o r  your l e t t e r  of 2 June  about  M r .  Bo tha ' s  v i s i t .  
When we d i scussed  Ur. Bo tha ' s  v i s i t  on 30 May, I made c l e a r  t h a t  

t h i s  v i s i t  s i g n a l l e d  no change of po l i cy  by t h e  B r i t i s h  Government, 
and t h a t  wh i l e  I f e l t  very  s t r o n g l y  about a p a r t h e i d  and wished t o  
see i t  changed, I f i rmly  be l i eved  i n  d ia logue  as t h e  b e s t  way t o  
i n f l uence  South  Afr ican  p o l i c i e s ,  and t o  b r i n g  about  t he  s o r t  o f  
changes we a l l  want to see. 

I n  t h e  even t ,  a s  I have exp la ined  i n  Par l i ament ,  I had candid  
and comprehensive d i s cus s ions  wi th  t h e  South Afr ican Prime Min is te r  . 
and was a b l e  t o  exp re s s  t o  him my views on a range of Southern 
Afr ican  i s s u e s .  On Namibia, I made clear our  d e s i r e  t o  s e e  e a r l y  
p rog re s s  towards an  enduring s e t t l e m e n t ,  f o r  which SCR 435 prov ides  
t h e  i n t e r n a t i o n a l l y  accep ted  p l an .  Our views on South A f r i c a ' s  
p o l i c i e s  towards i ts neighbours a r e  w e l l  known, and I s t r e s s e d  t h a t  
t h e  on ly  agreements which were l i k e l y  t o  l a s t  were those  t h a t  were 
f r e e l y  e n t e r e d  i n t o  wi thout  du re s s .  On South A f r i c a ' s  i n t e r n a l  
p o l i c i e s ,  I s t r e s s e d  my s t r o n g l y  he ld  views on apa r the id ,  and t h e  
need f o r  e a r l y  p rog re s s  towards a system of government which has t h e  
consent  of t h e  South Afr ican  people  as a whole. I expressed 
concern a t  t h e  cont inued de t en t i on  of  Nelson Mandela and my hope 
f o r  e a r l y  p rog re s s  on t h i s ;  and a l s o  a t  t h e  p r a c t i c e  o f  f o r ced  
removals, c i t i n g  t h e  s p e c i f i c  case of t h e  KwaNgema community who 
had e a r l i e r  w r i t t e n  t o  bo th  The Queen and t o  m e .  I s t r e s s e d  our  
de te rmina t ion  t o  uphold our  i n t e r n a t i o n a l  commitments under t h e  A r m s  
Embargo and t h e  Commonwealth Sta tement  on Apartheid i n  Spo r t .  



My discuss ions  with Mr. Botha enabled me t o  r a i s e  many 
important i s sues ,  i n  some cases i s sues  which people i n  Southern 
Africa,  such as t h e  people e f  KwaNgema, had asked meAt .c  mention. 
I t  i s  i n  t h i s  cons t ruc t ive  way t h a t  w e  and o ther  Western and 
African governments must continue t o  p res s  f o r  t h e  s o r t  of changes 
i n  South Africa,  and t h e  reduction of tens ion  i n  t h e  region 
genera l ly ,  which we a l l  w i s h  t o  see.  

Las t ly ,  you ask about the  p o s s i b i l i t y  of export l icences  
for m a r i t i m e  su rve i l l ance  a i r c r a f t .  The pos i t ion  0s t h i s  remains 
t h a t  we have received no export l i c e n c e  app l i ca t ion ,  nor has t h e  
South African Government approached us ,  and we cannot give 
dec is ions  on hypothet ical  proposals.  But should w e  be asked t o  
consider such an appl ica t ion ,  I can assure you t h a t  we w i l l  
honour oar ob l iga t ions  under t h e  UN A r m s  Embargo.
