to Democracy 
An Anti-Apartheid Movement Conference 

In South Africa today, most apartheid laws are still 
in force. Life has changed little for the black major- 
ity. Yet a unique and complex process of change is 
underway -where is it leading? How far and how 
fast will it go? 

What can we in Britain do  to help end apartheid 
and contribute towards the birth of a free South 
Africa - united, non-racial and democratic? 

The conference will explore three main themes: 

1 The goal of a united, non-radal and 
democratic South Africa 

What does this mean for the ANC and Mass Demo- 
cratic Movement? What sort of South Africa is the 
National Party under De Klerk aiming at? 

The Freedom Charter, the M C ' s  Constitutional Guide- 
lines; the Harare (OAU) and UN Declarations. The goal 
of a non-racial South Africa and its meaning to the libera- 
tion movement. One person-one vote on a common roll? 

The National Party and the white electorate; the role of the 
ultra-nght and the security establishment. 'Group rights' 
and the protection of minorities. 

What role for other forces? The Pan Afncanist Congress; 
AZAPO, the Black Consciousness Movement; Inkatha and 
other Bantustan political organisations; the democratic 
Party; the role of the churches , the media and big business. 

2 The path to a united, non-'al democracy 

Negotiations and their implications for other forms 
of struggle, including the armed struggle; what are 
the prospects for a Constituent Assembly or an 
interim government? 

The return of political exiles; rebuilding the ANC; the new 
role of the United Democratic Front; re-emergence of the SA 
Communist Party; what prospects for a broad 'patriotic 
front'? The current debate about nationalisation and its im- 
plications for a future democratic government. 

Are there outstanding obstacles to negotiations ? Who will 
take part in negotiations? Will the white electorate have a 
veto over any agreement reached on a new constitution? 

What role for the international community during negotia- 
tions? What does 'fundamental and irreversible 
change' mean, and how long should sanctions stay in force? 

3 Solidarity during the transition 

How can we popularise the goal of a united, non- 
racial and democratic South Africa, and build sup- 
port for the ANC in seeking to achieve it through 
negotiations. What is the role of sanctions, boycotts 
and other campaigns in undermining the pillars of 
apartheid and maintaining pressure on the regime? 

The continuing problem of repression -formal and informal 
(death squads, vigilantes, right-wing terrOTOm), and the 
conflict in Natal. 

Haw can we sustain and strengthen: existing sanctions; the 
consumer boycott; campaigns against apartheid 
tounSm, coal, gold etc? What role for the sports, cultural 
and academic boycotts?
