P83 has st the most dramalic developments in $guthern Al for a

decade. Namihia's freedfom should soon e a realiny as the LN Plan for
1he [ndependence of Namitiz is implemenied. South Africa has been foneed
1o wilhdraw its miktary forces from Angola and Lhere is widespread suppon
for 1he Angolan govemment’s iniltatiees to promols national reconciliation,
Likewise the Mozambique grvemment has taken bold new polinical amd
diplomatic imilialives designed (o halt the war being waged by the South
Alrican surmogates RENAMC ageinsl the people of Mozambigue.

These historic developments in the region are of the greatest significancs
especially since they coincide with major new offensives by the hMass
Democtatic Movement within South Africa, in particular the Deliance
Campaign.

Afrca has waited behind the libertion struggle in South Africa with the
degision of the Organization of Afncan Linity to suppon the initiative of the
Alrican Mational Congress by adopting Lhe Statement of Frinciples fora new
constitutional order for a wailed, demosratic and non-ratial stale, guidelines
tothe process of negaliations, and a prograrmme of actwon imaolang all-round
support for 1he Seuth Afnican libemnion movement and cimpaigning for
mandalory and comprehe nsive sanclong.

The challenge [acing the inlernanonal &nli-apan beid movement is losnsare
that the world mow unites o lake effecive aofon so thal the system of
aparihend can be eliminated apd the Alncan continent can be freed from

racial eyranmy.

The Anti-Apariheid Movement faces a special challenge because of Britain's
role as Mol protedor of apanheid and Mrs Thaicher's dogmatic refusal 19
lake any sifeciivi action to help cnd apan hejd.

ANTI-APARTHEID MOVEMENT JTH ANNIVERSARY

O South Afnica Freedom Nay, 26 June, the Anti-Apartheid Movernweni
marked the Ach annbersary of 1L foundation. It was on South Africe
Freedom Diay 1'% that Father Huddleston and Julivs Myerere addressed
the first public meeting to lawnch (he Boyeoil Movement in Britain and
inermationally in suppan of the call by the late Chisf Albert Luthuli,
President of the ANC, for the boyeott of Somh Africa, Within a year the
Boycolt Movement had been (ransfommed inlo the Anti-Apartheid
Movement.

The 3h anarersary of 1he Anti-Aparheid BMovement was an occasion Lo
miark bul ool b0 oclobrate since 5o many of the objecirves of the Movement
remainuorealized, The Beatish Pome Minster, MosThaicher, underlined this
by reoeiving the new teader of the Natienal Party of South Afric, FW. de
Kieck. at 10 Drowning Sueat, just thaes days before 26 June. This point was
stressed in a stalsment on the visie of F%Y. de Klerk isoed by the Mass
Democtatic Movement in South Africa and signed by COSATU and the
UDF affiliaies:

“Mrde Klerk will be seeloomed in Britainshontly befors June 2610, celebrated
thraughout South Africa as Freedom Day. Freedom Day will be especially
signifscant this year, marking as n docs the 301h annrvarsary of the greaes
international movemenl againsl apariheid: the Botish Ann-Apartheid
Mowvement. By meeting de Blark at thas nirme Mrs Thatcher will now only be
ExprEssing enntdmpl for our people, but also the British people ™

The visit of F.W. de Klerk to Britain, which had been preceded by similar
wisils by Foreign Minisier Dotha amd Finanee Minister D Plessis, reflecis a
darsrmingd ¢ffon by the Brolish govtmment 1o underming South Africas
interpational isolation end project the image that the new leadership of the
Wational Pacy are plarning (o abandon epariheid,

‘This aggressive nomw policy by the British gmemnment eepresented a dirgel
challenge to the basic policy lenels wpan which the Anti-Apattheid
Movement was founded. And (hese policies, a5 any objeclive anahysis of the

situation in Southern Africa mould recognise, are & relevant woday as thay
wrie three decades ago, Indeed they must b (he basis wpon which the
Anti-Apartheid Movemeont enters the 19905, The decade which musi surely
see (he ultimate climination of the system of apartherd.

NAMIBLA: PROSPECTS FOR FREEDOM

The most significanl development for the [rtedom siruggle in Sosihemn
Africa has been the implementation of the LIN plan for the [Independence
of Mamitria and the very real prospect that the people of SMamibia will serure
their fresdom and independence in 179G The creation of a sovereign and
independent siate of Mamibia, joimng the ranle of the Front Line Staes, will
represent & profound advance for the slraggle 10 [nte the Afmcan continent
of apartheid, rmcsm and colenialism.

‘The Fretgria regime’s agree ment (o the implementation of the N Flan, over
ten years after the original adopton of Resolution 435 by the Ul Security
Councd , was above all due to the seruggle for imkependence which has heen
vaped by the propls of Namibia under the leadership of their national
liberation rmcvement, SWAPD of Mambia.

Prelgria’s capacity to sustain its ilegal ccoupation of NMamibiz had baen
further wndermined by the mililary defeals 1 had suffered in southemn
Angolain the carly monihs of 1968 - in part due 1o the arms embarge - which
had compelked South Alrica 10 sithdraw its ammed forces from Angola. The
growing ampact of sancticns on the apartheid sconomy wag also a
contributing factor since it became increasingly difficult for Protosa to mest
the secnomic burden of its Ulegal sdminstration in MNamibi and cspecially
The eosts of is oecupation forces, Those were increasinghy unable 10 rontain
PLAN, the military wing of SWAFPQ,

Faced with these rtalites Pretoria had linle chojee but to enter inlo the
process of negatiations which led to the implemeniation of (he UN Plan.
Hemerwer this reflecicd no fundamental change of objactives as events haue
proved, [ndeed the Botha regime svidently celoulated thak it could am its
reireat from Marmibia into diplomatic advantage internationally, to reduce
the pressures for an end wo apartheid in South Afrca itsel,

The long drewn vut process af negotiations during 198, which began in May
with Lhe mesting in Londen betwren Angola, Cuba, the USA and Scuth
Alrica, eventually led 1o the agreements signed in New York on 22
December. April 15U 1989 was 5ot &5 the daie for the imple mentation of the
UM Flan. But preparations were serioushy hampered by the insistence of the
e permancnl members of the UM Scourity Councl that the miliaey
companent of the UN Transitlional Assistance Group {UNTAG) sheld be
drasiically neduced,

Az resullof the cutbacks in the mfitary component and Lhe resuliand delay
in securing the Security Council's endorsemend, e rs was no effcctive UN
presence in much of Namibia on 1 April 1989 the date se1 for the
implameniationof the UM Flan. Crucally che TN had failed in advanos of 1
Apnl 16 Secure the £nforcement of 2 key proposal in the UN Secrelary
General's report, namely that the para-militasy wnils, knowm as Koevoel,
should be dishanded and not merely transfermed into the regime’s polics
force (SWAPOL). The UN had likewise failed to resolve one Tundamental
izmue, namely the positon of SW AP forces within ™amibia,

Thus Lhe independences process staned in | ragic Groomstances with Keovoe!
forecs commilting acis of carmage against SWAPO guermillas and Namibian
civilians; a trapedy which was compounded by 1he decsion of the TN
Secretary Gencml to authorse the deplyment of South Afrfican fomes
against SWAPC, in elear breach of the UN Plan, on the spurio grounds
that SWAPD forces had snterd MNamita in breach of 2 protoco! agreed
berween Angold, Cubid and South Alnca dunng negomiations in CGenewva the
previous August. The presence of e Thatcher ip Mamibia on 18t April
further aggravated the situation cspecially with her unfoended anEeks on
SWaArQ.

Thus, [rom the very commmencemeant of 1he impkmemation of the UN Plan,
4 situatron @xisied in which mamy Mannbians doubted thal free and fair
£lectians would take place. Movcover 1he Soulh African authoritics, thrugh
the Adminisirator General, fell confident 1o dictatle 1emms, whils the UN
Secretary General's Sperial Represeatative had showm that he was unwilling
toconlrom the Soulh Alncans.

Alrhough the position in melation to SWAPCO foroes was mesoheed, such hine
betn the problems which have subsequently ansen , Specially the aciivitiss
of Koevnet, 1hat the SW A PO Preside nt, Sam Nujoma, Telicompelied o wam



in Augusi 1989 than the prospect of *Tree and [air™ slections “hangs in the
balance.” Moracver the TN Flan fals 0 address the procedures and
machinery for 1he tanstion 1o independene: following the clections, It is
csscnlial that comirol rests »ath the LN and 1he elecied Consionawent
Asmembby during this period and that Pretoria is unable to dostabilise or
undemtine this process.

Despte thess chstaces, SWAPO haes demonsisated a tremendous capacity
to mobilise, kad and inspire the people of Mamittia. The emerging trade
unicd mewement, uniled in the National Linion of Mamibian Workers, has
declared its full cndorsement of SWAFPD a5 have siudent, youth and
TS Crgantsalions. The wall of the Mamibian paople & deardy 10 seoure
an mdependant Mamibia under the leadership of SW AP

PEACE IN ANGOLA ?

Developmenis in Namibia beeame closely intertwined walh thoss in Angola
duning 1988, Indeed ir was military seibacks whih 1he South Alrcans
expenciced in Angola againgt the combined forces of Angola its Cuban
allies which ked nof jusd to Sowlh Afriea’s milikary withd rawal from Angola
bul to the agreement (o procesd with 1he implementation of 1he LN Plan
for the Independence of Namibza,

liowever the agreements reached in the quadripartilc mectings bebwesn
Angala, Cuba, 1he L'5A and Sowth Africa also involved the phased
wil hdeawal of Cuban forces from Angola. Although lormally an agreement
belwen e sowe reipn stales, Angita and Cuba, thas was part of the overall
set ol agreements.

Since 1975, Angola has been a 1avpet of South Alrcan aggression, both
directhy ard throuph its surrogate UNITA. Moreover LTNTTA's capacity to
crtale havoe and terror in Angola has been greathy strengthened by the
provision of L5 funds and miitary hardears by the Reagan adminsiraton,
which his been renewed by Fresident Bush.

Mamibia’s independence will deny UNTTA its main logists base, Adso,
South Alrica has foomally commitbed insall to end all assisance 1o UNTT A
Thus LINITA's positioet 15 becoming increasingly weakened. However, 7
South Affica ronepes on its undertalungs mganding Mamibia and Angola,
the withd rawal of Cuban fores from Angdla, dus 1o be compleed in Juby
1991, could leave Angrla vulnerable to renewed Soulh Alrican aggressian,
either direct or indirsct,

It was in this oot that Angota 1ok a maper nes initiative to try and
integrate UNITA personnel and follomers inlo Angolan sockely provided
that the UNITA leader Savimbi was cxpluded from the progess, With the
suppott ol a nwmberof African states Angola was able Lo make such progress
thata regiong] summit was convenedin Ghadolite, Zaire on 22 Tune, at which
& caasefire was apresd and 1he process of inlegration agreed. However
UNITA has failed o fully implemend the ceasefize and thers & growing
spequlation thet the agreement will collapse, Cuba has alrtady warmed the
UM that it might suspend the withdawal of its mililary forees should the
siluation detenorate further.

WAR IN MOZAMBIH]UE

‘The tragic consequences of South Afrra's policies of aggression and
destehlisation were demanstraied most vindly in Mozambigque. The South
Afncan backed RENAMO has continued to resort 1o (e most brulal acis
of terrorism and banditry in ils campaign 1o destroy Mozambique. A&
UMICEF report published in Apnl 1989 estimaled Lthat the war waged by
RENAMO had caused the boss of the lves of over 4% 000 children under 5
years old in Ihe period 1981 to 1965,

The consequénces for Mazambiqee have been cnormous, aflecting all
structunes of socizty. The FREEIMO Congress which mel in Aupgust 1989,
the first Congress wnder the keadership of President Chissano, wook a series
of prfaund decisions 1o erable Mozambique 10 assure iLs sovereignty and
independence. [n terms of nabtioral policy il #dopled new programmes on
cducation, housing, healik i also redafingd the role of FRELIMO) as the
vanguard party of all the people of Mommbique, omitting the previgus
commitment 12 Margsm-Leninism,

At the Congress President Chissano announced new iniliatives which have
opertd up the prospect of emding the war in Mozambique and bringing peace
and stahility Lo 1he country. President Moi of Kenya and President Mugabe

of Zimbabwe were invited 10 &8st In mediating. Shor by after the Congress
2 high-leve] delegation of Mowambian church leaders, with government
apresment, mel il Maimobi with RENAMO represenlatives, and a dialogue
was begun which scems Likely ta continue for some tims.

However South Alrica and its sllies have socughl to cxploit (hese
developments. On the ane hand there has besn a concerted cffor 1o projecl
RENAMO a5 2 kegitimate polilical force and 1o disguise Lhe reality that it is
@ terrorist organisation created bry the dlegal Smith regime which since 1980
has served as & surrogate of the South African Defence Force, At 1he same
time the contacts between Mozambican leadsrs and South Africans,
including both W Bothaand PW de Klerk, havt been presented as evidenze
of a weakening of Africa’s intamational isclation of apartheid Souh Afnic.

THE FRONT LINE STATES AND SQUTH AFRICA

South Africa’s overall strategy (owards the From Line Siales (Anpola,
Botswana, Mozambigue, Tanzania, Zambia and Zimbabwe ) has coptinued
1 be based on mainlaining and strengihening its domination of the region
thecugh a cambination of military aggression and coconomic destablisalion.
The 1989 budget saw a further 2455 increase in military expendiiure on top
af increasss of 309% in 1987 and 2270 in 1988 - a P9% increase since 1987 !
Degpite seeking 10 projact an image of *good neighbourliness,” Poelora's
redmament programme revedls the peal intend of the apanheid regime @i
talks peace whilst preparning for war,

It has long been recopnised by South African fomign policy makers that 1he
key 10 undermining itz intermational solalion Fes i its relalions with Africa
and espeially the independent African slales in the region.

With the active support of the western powers, South Africa has therefore
beer working actively to promate the conoept of a regeonal conference
ostensibly 10 draw up 3 “seeurity pact™ in which it would be an cqual
participanl with Lhe independenl Afrcan siates in the region. lis real
inlention would be bo use this Mo nosmalise b relations with independent
Adrica and break out of its jmermalional isclation, This would be pant of 2
Preloria-inspired propaganda campaign aimed at convincing the
intermational community that once Mamibia is independent, the ssues of
decodonizalion in the region will have beensolved, and apartheid - being an
“inbermal matter” for South Africans themselves 1o resolve - should no
longer be an issue on the agenda of the inlernational community,

South Africa has besen saeking to further these objectives on an ad hoo basis,
Both through dirsel contact with Somihem Alrican stales as well 85 wider
afield. The former State President PW Botha Tor example visited Malawi
and vory Coast, whilst Foreign Minister Botha wes able 1o wisit Zaire,
Gabon and Egypt during the course of the regotiations aver Angola and
Mamibia,

These developments have boen pressnted as diplematic break-thmpughs by
Pretona in much of the western press, In reality the prooess is much more
complen, They have only besn posible because South Africa has been
compelled toend its aggression againgl Angola, agree (o 1he imple mentation
of it LN Flan (o the indzperdence of Mamibia, and feels obliged o
disassociale itsell (rom e RENAMO alrocitics it Mozambigque and appear
1o be contnbuting 1o 2 settlement,

Morecver the Front Linte States remain united, as does (he Oreganisalion of
African Linity, in their commitment o eradicale zpartheid- At a special
meeting in Lusaka on 10 August 1959 they endorsed proposals initialed by
the African Natjonal Congress These were il furn adopied ax official policy
ol the Crganisation of African Unity a1 a special mecting of its Ad Hoe
Committes on Southermn Afnica which was held in Harare on 2151 Aupusi.
The Declaration adopied not only incleded a Stalement of Panciples upon
which & new constitutioaal order for united, democratic, non-racial South

, Aufea shoukd be based, hut also serout the preconditions nocessary (o creae
a climale for negolialions and guidelines [or & proacess of negotialions. The
Programme of Aclion of the Declaration realfismed the DALU's
committme nt te the libe cation struggle being waged by the people of South
Africe and the campaign forcomprebe nsne amd mandatorysanciions. [ was
als0 agrecd 1o “cnsure thar the Adrican coniinent does not rela existing
measures for the iotal solation of apartheid South Alnca'™

The Declaralion adopted at Hamre iherelore represtnied 4 profound
setback for Pretona’s manocuvoes, With a commen African stand on these
central issues, Pretoria will Nind il eatremely difficult 10 succeed i jts e fforis
to normalise s rtlations with Afrea and cspeaally the From Line Siales



APARTHEID IN CRISIS

Central w all devlopments in the regon and wdthin South Afno iss)f has
bten the underbing cnisis of (he apartheid system. A crisis which manifests
1l5¢|E i all aspects of lile byt aboree all in the political and sconomic fiekds.

The fundame ntal cause of this Crisis is Lhe relusal of the oppressed people
of Sguth Aftica 19 agquicsce in Lheir own Gppression combined with the
profound impect on the apattheid sysiem of the struggles of Ihe peoples of
Mamiia and the Frontine States for Tresdom and independénce, which are
re-infonted by Lhe impact of sanclicns.

Freturia has failed to curb e spint of resistance within South Africa and
neyw feoes a e newad offengive which illustrates 1he extent 1o which the nuding
Mawonal Parly has failed to achiewe conditions of stability and normality
despite the most all-perasive and syslemald repression,

- the Maxs Democratic Movement (MDM) oo the offensive

The resistance morement wtihin South Aldrca has not only necove red from
the scibacks it cxpericnced as a result of the Siate of Emergency and the
banmingof the UDFand o berorganisanions in February 1994, ithas e mergedd
mare powerful, more coherem, with greater matunny and with greatly
ingreased unity,

Cenral to the popalar nerement is the Mass Democratic Mowment, Qne
of its leadars said of the MDD “I1is nod the UDE, Neuheris 0 COSATU.
It & maoee than the UDE and COSATU combined. Bul the UDF and
COSATU farm 1be strategic core of the ML It is the MOM which is
spiarhcading the Dicfiance Campaign which slarted in Avgusl 1989 by
challengeng apartheid heslth care bul rapidly mened into other sectors such
&5 oducalion, cmployment and recreational faciliiies such as beaches An
integral element of this Defano: Campaign is 1he refusal toaceep the bans
and resinctions imposed on organisations and individuals, Indesd the UDF
and its leade rehip in effect vt wnbanned |hemsshes on Lhe sixith anniversaty
of its foundation on 20 Aupust 1989,

‘The Fact that the MM was able to move onto the olfe ndve was due largely
to the growing strength of the non-facial trade union movement and of
COSATU in partcular. COSATL: third Congress in July 1989 was
characterised by a renswed spiril of delermination and wnity and 2
recogmition Ihal new possibilities existed to ferther wnite Lthe Irade union
merment in actvon againsl apanheid. This was relected in the Workers'
Summul 1he following month which was attended by workers from COSATU,
MNACTL and independent wmions and agreed on 3 common programme of
action 1o challenge the Labour Belzlions Act.

This spirit of unity also found expression in e decision 1o comvene Lhe
“Canfersnss For A Democratic Fulure”, onginally planned for 7 Oclober
but then postponed to 9 December. The Convening Commitiee nol only
included prominemt leaders of the VDF and COSATL, such as Alberiina
Sisulu and Cyril Ramaptwosa, but chupch leaders including Archbishop Tutu
and Ly Nauwds, and campaigners from the black conscipusness Iadition,
Bhehla Miembu and Mislclo Rakwena.

- ANC leadership

The overall ulfenzive by 1he Mass Democratic Movement and wider
anli-apertheid forres ook place againsl the backpround of the Adrican
MNalignal Congress demensirating its commanding auwhonty as the
leadership of the national liberalion movement. Its imilalives on
Constitutional Guidelings fur & post-apartheid Scuth Africe and on the
framewnrk fiar 3 negotisted rransfer of power 10 2 deémocratic South Africa
underlined the cenlrbicy of the ANC to any seltiement process.

Liktwise the runge apd dpersity of Sowh African organisalions seeking
conlaci and mectings ith i e ANC indicated the growing recogniticn »6thin
Sauth Africs that the Tuture of Lhe countny would be increasingly determined
by the ANC and no longer by the Matignal Parry. State Fresident PW Batha's
et tling, with Melson Mandela in June. although melivated by the desire to
promute confusion and disunity amongst anti-apan heid loncss, amounted Lo
a further recognition that the ANC is central 1o any change in South Afnca.

- repression intensified

Allthese developments havs taken place agains the background of 1he most
sevtre repression. On 12 June 1989, South Africa enlersd its lounlh year

under 2 continuous state of emergency. Detention without trial contineed
unabated, although as a result of the hunger strikes in carly 1989 large
numbers of detainses sere released, smply (o be served with draconian
restriction orders, The number of political Gppononts on death row moss Lo
e BD with the seniencing of the Upington 14, New moves were made 10
criminalise opeisition. In December 1988 feaders of the ULDF were found
guilty of treason for their actnaties it promaoling peaceful and non-violen
apposition lo apariheid. By 30 June 1969 over 200 poditical toals (including
5 Treasons Trials) were in progress o had been set down for hearing,

However Pretocia has demonstrated increased sensitivity to the ellecLof is
repressive policies on intemmational opinion. In fascs such as the Sharpevills
Six and the continued imprisonment of Hng lemm prisonzrs suffenng from
ill-health, such as ANC apd SACTU veteran Harmy Geala and PAC
Fresident Zeph Mothopeng, it has soughl to project a illuston of compassion.
The reality of mepression, however, is wry differenl and is taking new and
even mare arbilrary forms including assassinal kg, summany cweoulions and
bombings and attacks against offices and homes. The Human Righu
Commission catalogued 100 such artacks over a three -pear period.

The effect of thess attacks i compgunded by the conlinuing role of vigiianiss
especially those assonated with Inkatha warerds in Natal, Effons 1o
promole a “peacs process” Lhrough talis betwesn \he UDF, COSATU and
Tnkatha made some progress, howsver the indiscriminate munde nngof UDF
and COSATU supportsrs has continued vnabated,

- National Party in erisis

Mothing illustrates Lhe extent of the crisis within South Al more than the
crigig with I Mationa] Party which culminated in the msignation of Py
Botha a3 Siale President. The vaderying problem confronting the National
Party is that it has no sobution 10 the Sauth Alrican crisk and has increasinghy
sought o cling 10 power by advocating contradictory policics designed o
placate traditional Altikaans wders whilst irying o sppeal 1o the supposed]y
more “liberal® English speaking community, Abcve all it is obliged oy
and presenl @ “reforming image" for the bencfil of its intermational
apologists

Lts “Five Year Aciion Plan™ for the V96% racist ghections encapsulaled those
contradictions. Although it spoke of 2 new democratic South Alnca the
enlire Plan i based on the cornerstone of aparibeid - “growp rights."

The lack of effective policics and leadership led 1o Tunher defections by the
whits clecioraie to the Comsenat ve Party Juring the Municipal skections of
October 198E. Al the samc. time 1heir has been a consolidalion of oppositicon
Torces 10 1he YlefL" of the Mational Party with 1he creation of the De macrabc
Party largely based on the FFF bl unde ribe joint kadershipof Zac de Beer,
Denis Worrall and Wynand Malan. The furthér crosion of the Nalional
Farty’s monolithic hald over the while clectorats was demonstrated al the
Seprember election with 2 collapse in itsvole, leaving il wiLh a much educed
majonity over the tombinead seats of the Consenvative Party and Democratic
Party.

- the apartheid economy in crisiy

Boulh Afpica continees 10 b gripped by an ever deepening economi: crisis.
The lundamental cause of this crisis are the struggles of 1he people of South
Adfrica, and abowve all the Black working ¢luss, aguinst the system of
super-xplostalion which is (he essenoe of apanhend.

The impact ol these struggles is funther atcentuated by 1he escalating cosis
of security - which il has been calculaled amounl to 1A of the total
cxpendiiure ol 65 billion rand in the 1769 budget, Indeed il one adds the costs
of taintatpng the elaborate apartheid institutons and structures £ ineluding
14 separate departments of education) it can be demonstrated (hal the cosl
of maintaining and enfarcing apartheid now accounts for 0% of budpet
expenditure.

The intemational iszlation of the apariheid sconomy asa result of sanclions
measures and the lack of long term confidence in the economy amongst
influzniial benking and Mnancial circles in the west, has urther fucled the
CTi5i5

Since Auwgust 1985 there have beon o significant inflows of capital and
irvestrment inlo the South African coonomy. As 3 resull South Alrica has
become a net exparter of capatal to the tere of $10 billion. The mnd has
continued 1o fall in value bodh agdinst (he dollar and a pool of major
currepeics. 115 forcign rescrves have continued 1o fall f26% tver the past



year) and now stand at apprawimatety 32 billion which represents the value
of 5-0 weeks importe The dmp in the value of gold has had a significan

‘The range of sanctions measures whach heve baan imposed by the US
Congress, the Nordic comtries, the Commonwealth and the Europezan
Community have denied Scuth Afnica impenant traditional markets for ils
products, At present 1his has ol lsd 1o 8 massive redunion in its foreign
cechange camings bul many of ils exports (especialby onal) are now sold at
£ “premium™ e at @ reduced raie jusl bechuss they art South Afnacan, [n
other cages new markers have had 10 be found. “Knocked dowm® prices and
increased marksting and rmAnsport ookits have reduced signifiantly the

profitability of such sxponts,

These then are the sconomic realites which South Adrica faces as it seeks
to renepotiate ils massna ntemarondl deb of which 511 bilbm beromes
Que by June 1990, 585 billon of fhis fum reprasents shor -temm loans shich
were (re n by Prevorda in Seplember 1985 following the closure of the siock
exchange and foreign cxchange markets. The inlemational banks to whor
these debrts are owed agreed ficst in Manch 1786 and again in March 1987
"“interim agreements” by which the repayment of the bulk of the debi would
e deferred, The curremt agraement exqrires on 3hh June 1990 The very
future of the South African econommy thus depends upon whether the
international banking community is prepared io mepegotiate 2 Mefher
agrecmEnt or insst on immediate repayment.

THE INTERNATIONAL DIMENSION TO THE CRISIS
OF APARTHEID

These deszlopments upderline the importance of the intemational
dimension of the crisis faging notonly the apartheid economy but the system
of aperheid in its catirety. Indeed as ihe mass democrane movernent has
gone onto the offensive oithin South Africa there hae bean renswed calls
for comprehensive and mandatory sanctions by the United Democmtic
Front and COSATU. The President of the African Mational Congress Olney
Tambo reilerated the AMC's call lTor comprehensive sanctions and this
posnion was endorsed by the QAT at its special mesting in Harare,

One of the Tour ceniral pillars of the Afrcan Natienal Cengress's siruggle
has becn the promotion of the intemanienal isolation af apartheid Scuth
Aftica. Although primarily perceived asa campaign for soonomic Eanctions,
the intemational salation of apartheid Soulh Alrica has much =ider
ramification.

Its isolatiem in the felds of spont, culturt and academic life have a direct
effect on the momile of the white minonity populalion. s diplomatic
igolation 15 keenly felt; it demies South Afrca influence in & host of
intemational forum. Withoul dowbi it is the ansna of mililany and nockear
tollabomtion where the South Alricans wpericnce the most zanious
chstacles as a dircet result of the mandaiory UM ams embargo and
workd-wids alfons 10 promore it stocl application.

Pretoria has been foresd repeatedly to acknowdedge the effect of its
international isclation. Mogst recently the Mational Party's Five Year Action
Plan states:

“the meost vicious inbernalional attempt - over more than e decades - 1o
destroy the South African econemy by boycoits, sanctions and
disinvestienl, have gtrained the economy of the country and of cvery
business and house hold,™

Indeed the Actica Plan gocs lunher by siating that

“the Reputhic of South Africa must regain it rightful place in the
inlematicnal community™ *
and therefort pledges o

“eeunter boweotls and sanctions while woniang 10 improne Lhe imags of
South Africa”,

Prewria hae sought 1o counler ils intermational isolation by sceking to
prapect a new image of Soulh Afnca 1o the outside workd, A major proity
has been 1o cveaie a climate of apinion inlemadonal by, especialty in business
circles, 5o that the banks invwrbeed will agree a new reschedoling of its massie
inlernatiomal debt on 2s favorable tzrms a5 possible,

In promoting (his covnler-offensive il is seeking to explodt, (0 the maximum,

the [aci that it has agreed 1o the implemesntation of the LIM Flan for the
[ndependence of Mamibia and that il is apparently improving (s relations
with neighbounng Afncan siales.

Hormeever Pretoriaaisg recognises that it is obliged to comey the impression
intcmationally thal changs & on the agenda within Souh Africa itself. In
particulay il wishes 1o presanl its<Il 85 being pro-negod @ions.

As a resull of the negotiating processes over Angola, Namibia and
Mozambique, there haz been consianl speculation over negotiations in
relation 10 Sowth Africa itscll. Indeed ihere has been much talk abowt
“palitical salulions™ nol only frem prediciable quanens such as Washington,
London and Boan bul also from Mosrow and certain Alfrican states.
Regrattably much of this speculation appears concemed sclely with the
initiating of negotmlions without any pre-conditions as to the abjectives for
such negatialions. As a result 3 climats is being created which i= almost
enlicely beneficial 1o Pretonia, Its agenda for "negolidnions” i one involving
the co-nption of Blacks into the steuctures of apartheid. Preloria mejection
of the DAU Harare Declarstion demonstrated again that it pemains
implacably opposed to any negolialing process which is designed 1o 2nd
apartheid and lead to 2 non-racal democratic and unitary South Africa.

A% acorollary to this process thert now appears to be 8 conoerted alte mpt
to present sanctions as simply a means of bringing South Africe (o the
negodiating lable mther than a5 an instrumend desipned 10 contributs to the
destruction of aparntheid.

There is an wrgent need to counterihis offensive by the Pretoria regime and
its allies in opder to cnsuee the intensification of the intemational sglation
of apanheid South Alrica.

BRITAIN AND THE APARTHEID CRISIS

Britain, historically, has always played the central mole io determining
weslern policy towards Souibern Africa. This mls was a direct esult of
Brilaim's economie, strategic and other relaled inferests in Sowih Africa in
particular but alse throughoul the regicn,

Az the apartheid crisic developed in the mid-1%80s Aritain chioss (o play the
central role in prolecting apartheid Soulh Afric by vigomushy opposing any
elfective programme of sanctions and by seeking to undermine and isclate
the main Morces for nalional liberation in particular the ANG

Howonver there has hesn & growi ng recognilican within British policy- making
circlesthata South African polcy which ooby 100k the form of anti-=ncions
rheionc was not credible amd irdeed there was a real risk that Britain oould
Mind itsell 50 isodated thai it would be unable w influence or cont ol change,
Mrs Thateher has therefore soughl to project @ mow imags - a8 a prime mover
in promoting negotiations and change. 1ler firgl tentative steps in this
dircclion were faken in 1988 on her 1our of Kenya and Migeria when she
declared her inberest in 2 visit 1o Soulh Africa, She returned 14 the same
theme in March 1989 when she visited Zimbabat, Malawi and Mamibia. On
the ove of this tourshe gave an extensive inlérview to the RBC Workd Senvice
in which she refermed 16 the new leadership of The National Pary as wishing
ta &nd apartheid. Whilsl gn tour, having condemned Lhe isclation of
Preloria, she announced that the would be inviting leaders of 1he Nalional
Fany including F.W, d¢ Kletk to mest her a1 10 Dowring Street.

The full weight of Downing Sirect’s media manipulators were thea
effecthmtly put al the: dispasz] of Pretora in grder ta presen a now image of
“reform” and change as preparations were made first for e vigil of Finanes
Minisler du Plessis and then for W de Klerk himssIf

The effect of these meetings and Mrs Thatcher’s initialives a5 2 whole wag
ta bring comfurt tothe apartheid regime and relax intemalional prestures.
It iz sigmafecant (han on the day befort M Thatche s meetingwith De Klerk,
the newly appointed Govemnor of 1he Reserve Bank was meeting with the
Trajor inlemational banks on the Technical Committee for preliminany
discussions over the rescheduling of Souh Afrca's debis,

It would appear thal brs Thatcher's interuian is vo try and convincs Frelgria
of the meed 10 make a number of gestures such as the melease of Nelson
Mandelaand a small number of other prisone s, Such a gesture for example,
woukd pottray both Prctoria and Downing Street ina lvorable light, bunin
fact falls & very long way short of the pre-condilions necsssany 1o create a
climaie for aegoriations set by the DAL and previously by the
Comomonealth, Flomever a number of such gestures could be used by
Britiin and other weste m oo tries o justify the 1ifling of exisiing sanchons



measures and a generd relasiion ol inisrmational pressuns, especmlly il they
were part of 8 package in which Pretoria was able 10 prasann ivselll a5 the
initiator of a process of negotiations.

For Britain and Mrs Thatcher, however, this s a high risk strategy sines thers
can be no guarames that Pretoria will feel able to deliver such a package. If
thare is no visible progress in 1he near fulere then the pressumes will mownt
again rapidly on Britain to take elfecine action against Sourh Africa,

THE WAY FORWARD

The dramatic deselopments in Seuthem Afvica which ars now 1aking placs
requare the Anti-Apanheid Movement to re-ovaluaie its policias and o
idennify even more deady s priorities espacially a8 we snier a pew decads.

All our esperience tells us thaw the basic policy approach of the
Anti-Apartheid Movemen! - an approach which has been pursucd
ongisiently over thme decades - comesponds 10 the oxpressed waishes of
those ai the forelronl of ihe sruggle against apartheid, This appmach s
based on our wnderstanding that it is the siruggles of ihe peoples of Southem
Alrica which is the decsne force which will achiewe fresdom and libetion.
The Anti-Apantheid Movement s commiltzd o support these stroggles and
1 Tespond 1o Lheir calls for intemational action and solidariry. This above
all requires (he Movement to campaign all-owl for the toal isolation of
apanherd Bouth Afnica.

As we enter the 19405 the eampaigning pricrities of the Anti-Apantheid

Themajor task facing the Anti-Aparheid Move ment is loso develop s work
thal it can make & decisive cotinbuncn owanls achisving the ghjectives
guilined ahowe,

Much of 1he poniod cowered by this Report has begn a time figr consglidalion
following upan the dramatic achicvements gained during the MNelson
Mandela: Freedom at A campaign.

The Anc-Apactherd Movemeni has dering the past five years sxpanded

dramatically both in size and influence, There has been an even grealss
growth in the expectations as to what cor Maovement can achisve, especially
from those directly engaged in the liberadon struggle,

The Movement has sought to respond to immense challenges: political,
organizalinial and financia]. 1t hes rerponded imaginatively bo thechallenges
arizing [rom the implementation of the LN Plan for the Independens of
Namibis. It has frustrated (he efforts of these secking o relax inie emarional
pressure on Preforia especially through Boycott Apartheid ‘89 and the
protests agains De Flerk's visit. And it has ¢ncouraged an even wider basis
for anti-apartheid activity in Britzin through its aclive role in the
egablichmment of the Southem Africa Coalition

1t has locusted renewed altention at (he mobilisation of key scolons of the
community in its work, especially the trade union movement, the women's
mevement and Elack and #theic minorifies. U has inihated reviews of the
arganisation, financial managerment and s2nacing of the Movement and its
membership in order 1o b best placed b0 face the challenges of the 19%0s.

However the mast fundamental sk of the Anii-A partheid Moveaveni must
b 19 50 mobilisc the peeple of Britain through populatdy based campaigning
activilies Ihat it 22n compel 2 fundamental change in Brilgh policy. Brilain,
wider M Thatcher, remains the key protecior of apartheid. In alh critical
areas: trade, imeEsument, SIFLEEE Sactors, sporis and culture - Brilain heads
the fist of collaborators with aparheil, Britain kewiss plays (he decishe
role in the United MNations, the Commonwealth and the Eurcpean
Commurity ir: blocking £ [footnse internaional ac1ion. This musi be changed,
and (his must b the ovarriding task of the Anti-Apartheid Movement a5 it
emers the 1790,
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he Intreduction 1o this Repon oullined some of the momentous events
Twhich have itaken place in 3outh Africa dunng this peoed. The
Anti-Apanheid Mowement has not been a passive chserver of these
precesses, tather it has engaged actively in mobilising suppoct For the Mass
Democrmtic Movement and the lireraiion st rugge &5 a whobe. AL evens hae
unfurled so jt has been recessary 1o respond quickly and effectiely o
dewlopments.,

In January F989 the visit 10 Brnain under the auspices of (he AAM of two
key leaders of the UL, Mohamed Valli the Acting General Seortiary and
Murphy Morcbe the Acting Publicity Sccretary, provided an opporuniny for
the Movement to be fully brieled as to the intemal sitwalicn inskle South
Adfrica and the perspeaives of the Mass Democmatic Movwement. Valli and
Morobe had spent long pericds in detentign under the State of Emergency
until their eseape to the US Consulate and the subsequent undenaking by
the regime thal (hey would nod be restricted oa (heic release. An intepse
programme of meelings and brieflings »as organised during their siay
including an howur and hall sessipn with the Forsign Office Minister of Stale
Lymida Chalker at which 1hey were able (o set ot cleary 1he UDFs pogition
on & range of key issues.

li w35 evident from these brisfings 1hat the Mass Democratic Move ment was
poised to go on ihe offensive and this first dermonstrated jteell with the
detaines hunger-strikes. The AAM and SATIS worked together o ¢nsuce
thal Ihese secured maximum publicity and effeetive soldarity, and that the
Brilish government was compeled 1w inlertne on the side of the hunper
strikers, The hunger strikes forced the regime to release largs number of
detainess and clearly ripresenited a major victory which spored the
Moveraend inbo moes ackien,

Tha Brilish gose mmem sought todelect atientren from thess deve lopments
by launching a counter-offt naive. A the end of March Mrs Thatcher visited
Southem Afrita [ Aimbabwe and Malawi plus her prowncalive “stop-over™ in
Mamibia) during which she not only reilsrated her hostility to sanclions bul
arncunced a new diplomatic indliatie nvohbing visils lo Doesming Street by
Marional Pany Ministers purportedly ta persuade them 1o abandon
apartheid. The AAM National Committee isswed a staement an Sth April
“utlerty condemning ks Thatcher's initiative™ and waming

“If this joint South Afrean/British counteroffens e wers tosucoeed it could



give |he apartheid ragime a aew lease of Tife and prolong for years The wealth
privilege and power of while supremacy and the poveriy, degredation and
oppression of the Black majority.*

The first of thess visits was in April when Finance Minisier Du Plessis was
enlertained in Desming Streel - withoul amy pricr publicity - 2lthough this
backfired since it ook place within hours of the amest of Scuth Afriean
agents in Panz over the “Blowpipe Affair”. The real prize for Pretoriz
howover was the invitation ko the new feader of the National Farty FOW. de
Klerk to mect Mrs Thatcher. This visit was shrouvded it éven more secrecy
and no-details were rebeased a5 Lo its timing- Both 1he South African Embassy
amn! Demming Strect admitted that this was 6o avoid protests and adwerse
publicity.

Fodbrei g press speculation Ihat | he visit wouold be owards the nd of June,
the Movement decided Lhat it had no alternative but o launch 8 magor
prokest campaign againgd the visit, Publicity material was produced and plans
were mads for a protest march foom Malst Strest 1o the Bull Ring near
Waterlno 5o (hat pardcrpants coukd procsed to lobby their MPs,

The MDM in South Altica issued a fonthright sialement condemning Mrs
Thatcher “The invilation ..is yeI one move brazen act of collaboration
between the British government and the while minarity regime .. But this
invitatin takes first prize for its total insensitvity.” They then arranged lor
the LDT President Alberting Soulu, who had besn granied 2 passport 1o
visil Wazhinglon to meel President Bush, to rearrange her schedule so that
she could address the Bull Ring Rally. Thus on 1he e of De Klerk's anival
in Britain a mest ¢Mfective protes] march precceded through the steets of
Loadon on the sweningof 20 Junc with the imple message “Stop Apartheid:
Stop de Kier" Ao enthusiastic avdience wekomed Albenling Sisulu and
Sister Bernard Noube of the Federation of Transvaal Women.

De Kierk had a wery differsnt weloome. Anti-epartheid prolestors blocked
his car as it lefi the security area at Fleathrow aned wilhin minwtescf checking
into his Lordon hatel the Mowement was alerted; from then on it wis
besieged by angry AAM supponiers. De Klerk was dogged by protesis
Ihroughout the rest of the visil. A reception at the South African Embagsy
attracted hall a Jozen panikipanis but dozens of protesiors. He twice
abandoned plans 10 visil the Phantom of the Opera afier his VIF gtatus »as
withdrwn at the insistence of staflat the theatrs whe alsothreatened further
profest action. A press confere nee at the Embassy lad tosems strectsaround
Tralalgar Squarc being scaled off 1o walfic and pedestrians and when De
Klerk finally appearcd before the press he mefused 1o answer questions 2nd
then ancelled pre-arvanged mterviews Later an arcs around Pall Mall was
b rricaded of [ s that he could lunch with Sir Geolfrey Heme.

The missgage b De Klerk was clear - the onby place in London he was
wrloome was in 10 Dowming Stcel Whalever Lranspired between De Kierk
ard Thatcher the visil was a putdic relations dsasicr,

In covnplerc con brast Mrs Sisuly returmned from the USA Lhe following month
at the head of 2 six pergon UDF delegatian. The other members were Azhar
Cachalia, Cumnick Ndiowy, Titws Mafiolo, Tessica Diuarte, aod Sister Bemard
Meube, Mits Sieulu bemame the first Jeader of the South Alncan Tiberton
mavemenl to meet & British Prioee Minister since Lloyd George met ANC
Serrctary-Gencral Sol Plaatje in 1919, The very fact that Mrs Thaicher felt
compelled (o meet the UDF ynderined ils growing sieengih and influcnce.

Of greater significance was the weloome she and her delegation recenved.
Mectings were held with numcrous organisations and indnid uals including
the Archbzhop of Canterbuary, the Commomvezith Secrelary-General, Ieil
Kinngck ME and other Labour leaders, and TUC Gensral Secpetary
MNorman Willis, &5 well as receiving & very warm reception from the press

Al a packed press confersnce in the Elouse of Commons Mrs Sisule read 2
statement on behall af the UDF talling for the imposinicn of comprehe nsive
sanciiens againsl South Africa and re-afirming 1he centrality of the ANC
19 any setelement in South Al

The visil served 19 underline the widespread suppart for the UDF and the
Mast Democratic Movemen! and the almost Lotal isclation of the Fretoria
regime. Fearing a similar rebulf in the US, D Klerk shonly after the LDFs
vigit 10 Botain cancelled his plan (o visic the US before the 6 September
elections,

The dekegation bricfed 1he Movemen! about The forthooming Defiance
Campaign and olher devlopments atound the racise cloctions and the
Labour Relations Amendment Acl,
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he past year has proved (o be historc for the peopls of Namibia

Implementation of 1he LGV Plan for Mamibja's independence was
onginally due tostarton 1 November 198 Soulh Alric’s capacity 1o rencge
on agrecments was seen yel again when November 15t ame and went
willioue B0y progress. The period leading up to the revised date of 1 April,
finally agreed in New York on 22 December 1988, orw intensified activity on
the diplomatic and campaigning fronts.

UNTAG force cut

The major seiback ay this time, which was 10 have huge repercwssions when
implementation of UNSCR 435 began, was the decision of the LS Szounty
Council on the initialpe of the five Fermanent Memberz, and against the
oppasition of SWAFD, the Front Ling Siates and manmy ot r countries, to
drasticaly cul the size of the military componest of the UN Transition
Asswmrance Group (UNTAD), UNSCR 633 of 16 Janvary paved the way for
what was finally 1o 522 a reduction from the onginal 73X 10 45650, This
detision was wide by condemned; the Moveme ot wrote to the Fome Minister,
the UTY Secretary General and the other Permanent Membears of 1he LN
Securty Counal- Follewing on from this, during February, meeting were
held berween the AAM apd scnior represeniabives of the Pmbassics of the
USSR, US and China whers our concerns were pul arwl conveyed to the
respect e Foreign Ministers.

Campaigning activity prior to 1 April 1989

The Movement intiated a wide range of activity in the run-up to
implementation of TMNSCR 435, A narional L.obby of Padiameat was held
on T Deeember 1988, designed 1o ensure that rhe issue of Mamibian
independence had 2 high profile on the parliamentary agenda duning this
crucial period keading up 1o final agreement on jmplemeatation of LNSCR
435, The Lobby was sponscred by the British Council of Churches; the T C
Churmch Action on Namibia; Local Awboriiies Against Apanheid; the
Mational Union of Studepts; Mamibia Suppont Commilise (NEC); and
United MNations Association. The Lobby focus shifted slighthy when
agresment on implemenilation of the UN Plan became cerlain: the objedtive
hecame o kttp maximum pressure up 1 ensure South Alrica did not nenege
on its agrecment. Key issues weatified for the Lobby were: the necd o
ensure South Africa does not rencge on it agreement bo implement the TN
plan; the necd for the govermnmend (o ensur: maximum vigilanoe over
implementalion; 1he aced for MFs tosupport Namibia®s lerritorial inlegrity,
and the need fora pasinve aid palicy for a post-independcoce Namibia.

The Labby itscll was aitended by several hundred pasticipants from all over
the couniry; local groups and other activiste having appoinied betal
conslilpency eo-ordinalors to ensure as many constiluency MEPs as possible
were lobbied. Speakers in the Grand Committee Room of the Commong
included Dr Dravid Oween MP;, Row Hattersley MF, Archbishop Huddleston,
SWARD Chiel Representarne Shapua Kaukungua and Anton Lubowski,
Many ocal groups follosed up the fnbby with visits o MPs surgenies; kocal
petitions st The Lobby and ensuing activity undoubicdly provaded an
important greunding for the subsequent campaign for fuil implementation
of LENSCR, 435,

Oiher successful inilialives in 1his penod included a campaign taken ap by
the civil senviee unions 1o secure the nelease of SWAPO Secretary for Labour
Jason Angula; and the SATIS Seminar on “Children, Apartheid and
~Represson in Mamibia’. The Chikdren's Seminar was a major Focus of the
Inlerpational Week of Action on Mamibia, 27 Ccreber - 3 November, which
saw widcspread activity across the country in support of Mamibian
independence: pickels; public meetings: the Mying by lo=l councils of the
SWAPO flag, fundraising events ¢1c st amon =t activaty uhde maken. A
mass picket of South Africa House was held on 1 Movtmber - the day
engnally scheduled for start of implementation of UNSCR 435

In addition, the Movement co-operaled with SATIS in armanging extensive
programmes for the Mamibian delegation which visited for the Seminar:
EW A PO Seererary for Dnformatmn 1lidipo Hamutenya addressed a London
prets conference on 28 October and attended a brefing mecting for key



Scottish organisations in Glasgow on 31 Oolober, 85 well a8 addoessing a
public mecting in Scotland, and a briefing meeting of AAM aifiliales and
orher national organualions in London on 1 Movember, Dr Solly Amadhila
met wilh a range of medical specialists and journalists; lanyer David Smuts
visied a London lawcenire and met with representatives of [oayems A gainsi
Apartheid: NANSO Gener] Seorelary Igmatius Shigwameni met wilh
stident leaders; and teacher Balina Hawses visited a lpcal TLEA school and
the Instiute of Education.

Events surrounding I April

The implemsntation of LNSCR, 435 began on 1 Aprl 198% The diplomatic
baitk at the UN over the cus m UNTAG had delaysd the deplonment of
UM forces on the ground. As g result, the LN was unprepared [or the crisis
which South Alnica enginested over the prasence of PLAMN gutrnllas in the
Monh. The ensuing slaughier of PLAN fighters put the whole process in
jecpardy a2 Preloria unbtathed a mign of ttrmor throughou aorthem
Mamitria.

The alleged justification for this action was thal FWAPD foross were meant
o be in Angola, north of the 16th paralkel and thar SWAPO had provoked
the fighting, SWAPO 100k the view that the presence of ils armed foroes
inskde Mamibia was explicitly emvisaged by the UN in 1979, Independont
ohseners reponied thal South Afrcan sccurity lorces had initiated the
fighting. The AAM responded immediaiely and with considerable success
o the crisis, which was exploited by the British government and als by the
medid @5 an opportunity 1o attack SWAPS. AAM MP: Dick Cabom and
Bot Hughes challenged Mrs Thatcher's argument that SWAPD broks the
UM plan both ina letter and in the Howse of Commans, The Frime Minisier
was forcsd, in enprecedanted ciroumstances, to apologise 1w the Touse for
herinaccurale statements on the question.

The AAM also strongly atiacked the e of the Prime Minister during her
wisit 10 Barmibid on 1 Apnl, the very day e 1N sllowed the re-mobilization
of South Afnican forces against SWARO. The Mational Commites on B April
issued a slatement condemning South Africas auack; calling lor
de-mobrilization and coafinement to base of all Soulh African lorces; the
immediate deployrment of ihe full UNTAG compongn; and for SWAFD o
re & [ull party in any funher negotialons.

A major element in the Movement’s response to the April crisis was the
siagng by the famibian Emergency Campaign of a mlly in suppon of
EWAFO on 19 April- A packed hall of over 1,000 people heand SWAFO's
Seceetary for Information Hidipe Hanutenya give a deteiled socount of
cuentsin the rtgen, Bemis Grant MP lzad a collection that ratsed ove r GH0,

Implementation of the UN Plan

Despite the crists arpund 1 Aprl, implementation of the LM Flan continueed,
albeel fravght with problems. A central violation of the Plan prooned to be Lhe
conlinuing presence and murderous activifies of members of Koevoet - 1he
OOEQRNE COURLErANSUIEENCy unit - @n issue which AAM Chair Bob Hughes
rajsed with the Prime Minister. The Koewosl issue has been covercd
extenspely in AA Mews and raised a5 a wop campaigning pricrity, The
Movement has also underiaken a wide rapge of lobwing and brisfing in
relation g the implemenlation of the Plan, including rielmg the OAL
diplomatic group and the Association of African Diplemais.

A subsiantial number of obstrver dalzgations have been 1o fMamibia duning
the intplementation process and the Movement has co-operaled with and
assiited in relalion to a number of such visits, including those of Glenys
Kinnock and Tessa Blackstone; and Geofirey Hindman, chairaf SATIS, who
wisited on behalf of 1he International Commission Junists. Sach visis, largely
co-ordinaled hrough the British Councl of Churches, have provided an
important opponunily (o publicis: the failings of the indepeadencs prooess.
Oiher internaticnal tisaons, such as the Commomwealth delegation in
Qctaber have alsa highlighted with authority and wrgency the meny
problems. Indeed the Commenwealth mission reported that thers were
grave douhis as to whether free and fair elections would prove possible,

Issues such as (he continued aciaty of Koewsee, electoral repeimation

irregularities, and massive innmidation ard violence have all been identified
by obsecvers a8 crucial problems. The Movement has sooght 1o extensivety
expose (hesz Tacts through bricfings, Members' Newsleniems, AA News
reports etc The viglence and repression was highlighled by 1he 1agc
metaccination on 3 Ocwober of Anton Lubowski, deputy head of
administralion in SWAPQ'S clection directorate, The AAM President
immediatehywroie 1o the LN Secretary General calling [or an merease in the
U military and police forees and urping the DN ta isell ensurz the personal
secufity of political leaders. The AAM assisted in the organization of a
cor MG B masting for Antoa Lobowssk in London,

Antiber aspert of the conlinued deflance of 1he LN Plan by Preiotia has
been the failure 1o release )l Namibian political prisoncrs and detaines. |t
was on 21 Aprl thal Leonand Sheehama was sentenced of death; other
Mamibians remain on Death Row in South Africa, and the Movement has
promoied widely the 5AT15 bricfing on political prisoners and repeal of
legislation, 85 well a5 highlighting such cases in AA News.

Drespite many problems, the return of about 40,000 Namitian refugees from
exile was achieved, and nearly %4 milion voters registered. The Pretora
regime, however, continued todelay and chstract the LN right up to the Lsi
minule on key isrues such as the Tukes for 1he cond uct of 1he election and the
poet s and funclionmng of the Constibuem Assembly.

SWAPQ Election Campaign Appeal

A key priority identilied by the AAM, following consulialimn with SWAPD,
was the need (0 cnsure maximum financial suppon for SWAPO's clection
campaign. In response to 3 request from SWAPD, AAM president
Archbishop Trevor Huddleslon personally initialed & special SWAPO
Election Campaign Appeal lor which he secured the unprecodented
spanzcrship of all 1he main oppasition kaders; Meil Kinnock MFP, David
Orveen ME and Paddy Ashdoen ME, vogethe rwilh TUC General Sacretary
Morman 'Willis, The Appeal was initialed to raise maximu m financial support
Tor SWAPO 10 be able to compete in 1he clections on a5 Near 45 possible
equal tarms to dient panies of Pretona, and hence hefp enzure genuinely
free and fair ¢lections, it was on this basis that such broad-hased cros-party
Suppor was possible,

The Appeal was launched al the House of Commons on 20 April in the
prescnce of the party leaders; Archbishop Huddleston, SWATFD
[nformation Secrelary Hidipo Hamutenya; and SWAPD'S Election
diredomate chicf Hage Geingob. Unfaniunalely, this impresspes ling-up
failed to secure exitnsive press oove mpe,

I'he Appeal hasbeen adminisiered bythe Movement, and a range of publicity
malerial produced: brochure, poster and sponsar form. [n addition, the
Moverment hat promoled the widest possible circolation of the Appeal
amongst trade unicns, churches, students el this adlivity has abo been
mirromd by many loml groups as well. Por example, in Memeyide many
thausandsof lealkes were distribuled in local estates, fom munity cenires cie,
The Appeal soon gathercd momentum: by Juty E15,000 had been raised and
the first chegque was handed over Lo the SWAPD President Sam Nujoma
during a briel visit 10 London. Barly contribuliens included £500 each from
AL GO and MEF and £1.000 frem the Medical Aid Campaign forSouthern
Africa

Local groups Week up the Appeal with ¢nthesiasm: wide ranging act ity has
becn underiaken to raisc funds, from a sponsored walk acrosy London
brdges 1o busking a1 1he Edinbrurgh Fesinal. Many groups sat themsshes
local targels for fundrasing: Yorkshire and Humbe rside sven surpassing is
targeL of £5,000. A cultu gl evening invobin g top actors and actresses: "Night
for Namibia' was organised by the London Committes together with the
Mamibiz Support Commiltes, Mozambique Angola Committee and
Camden Countil, Fumdraising has also taken place ar a wide range of [om,
such as Labour Party Conference whers a special Appeal toal] delegales was
circulated and a colliection taken by Glenys Kinnock, and AAM chaic Bob
Hughes and treasurer Richard Caborn with MP's and others raiscd nearly
£1.000 for 1he Appeal,

The
EC rviewsd proposals for the event in the light of unfolding developments
in Mamitia. It decided that, althouwgh the festival might be a sucoess it would
T wnwise to procecd, green the inifial expendilwee, 1he large soms imwohed,
and 1he lack of any puarantecd funding especially consdering the owverall
hinancial situanon facing the Movemenm.

distribution and sale of South Alfncan products nesd funther investigaton.
A new leaflet and poster have been produced for the @mpaign against Cape
- the material also incorpocales Ihe campaign against Ouispan. The latter
was highlighted in a day of action on 24 June af the height of the citrus fruit
scason.

COMMODITIES

An international conference, 'Wo 1o Apanhcid Ceal', for Turopean
Commurity Sanctions aguinst South Afncan oval was dus wo ke place in
Romeon 1921 May. The confersnee, tobg organised by the Coordinamenic
Mazional Anti-Apartheid, Iialy on behalf of the Liaison CGeoup of Mational
Andi-Movernents in (he Ewropean Community, Unfortunately the
conference had 1o be postponed because of orgamisational difficolties in the
bt country.

It came (o the atiention of the AAM that "stoongman’ Cieoff Capes was
involved in @ senss of promononal visits for 'Cape’. Local Growps near 1o
venuss ur the itinerary were alened. 'Cape’. as a funher pan of its
prosmotional activities, concentrated s consumer adveclising on 3
mageines - Foma, Good |lowsekeeping and Fasentials. Qutspan also
underiook an advertising ampaign and AAM members wert alerted and
requested 1o wrile in complaint.

The "Campaign Hoiefing Mo 1" was an invalvable anl 1o undenitanding the
eeonomic and politics! mile of Hritain's trade with apanheid specifically
melating Lo Gue imports from that country, The rricfing was subsiantial and
widely distributed.

DEVELOPMENT AND STRATEGY

A Local Groups meeting held in January the day following the Mational
Commities was a wseful and preducine amna inwhich 1o cover campaigning
details ard wnitatives as well as exchange ideas and infcemation =g kocal
laumches on the same day and vhe production of a video, The meetingwas 4
very prafitable spring boaed for sebsaguent actnity.

This was developed by means of regional mobilising meelings, Seventesn
such meetings wok pluce -covenng all of the Mevement's Loacal A Groups.
Details of these events were made available 1o our wider membe rship wia
Anti-Apartheid Mews, and in the Campaign brochupe. The regiunal
mectings were partly infommaton and cducation based bul primanly aimed
to discuss implemesntalion of campaign plans on three levels: local, regional
and national. Whilsl there wtre barge vanations in the size and effectiveness
of the meetings. overzl they helped to give Boyroil Apartheid B9 a good stant
» becter than most such gatwonal campaigns hiave achoeved in the past.

Both the Pratonia cegime and the Brolesh gove mmem scught 1o exploit the
progress achigved tmeands the implemenation of the LN Flan for the
Independence of Mamubia by stepping wp their antisanctions rhetoric,
propagenda and disinformation, The Momement has sought therefons to
counter ihis above all throughits popu las campaigning actnanes for sanclions
in particular Boyoote Apartheid ‘89, However it has also been necsssaty to
provids a much mome effactive mngs of educational matenial i enable poople
ta have the confidence to present the case for sanetions, in an apparenily
changing environment.

The Movement decided (o wse the opporuniny of the Commonwealth
Foreign Ministers Commilies on Southern Afna meening in Harmare 1n
February 1989 1o publish & study entided “Consimained by Sanctions: The
Apactheid Economy in 1968°. This provided extensne ¢vidence of the
econumic and palitical impact of manclion: on South Africa. Further such
evidence was published by the AAM as 1he campaign 1o stop the
re-scheduling Sowth Africa's forcign debt gathered momenium.
Recognition that sanctions exre Raving a sigmifi@ant impact grew mpidly
during 1982 cspecially as significani elements »aihin the Prelona regime
themsalves srere obliged ro acknowledge (his reality.

The Anti-Apartheid Movement had alse to respond to a concensd
disinformation exdceiss projecting the impression that the Black magorivy m
South Afriea and significant Mgores in i leadership had abandoned their
suppor for sanctions. This included so-calted “opinion polls™ canied out
under the Faie of Emergency which makes the advocacy of sanciions sllegal
and wsing the questions formulated in such a4 manner as Lo ensure a hias
appinst sanctions, The Foreign Qffice cagerhy joined in this disinformation
campaign with ihe former Foreipn Secretary S GeoiTrey Howe claiming
“that sam# black [¢aders wha have in 1he pasl suppuried comprehe nsive
sanclims are now changing their minds.” In fagl the Afrcan Mational
Congrass, the Mass Demaocratic Movement {including both COSATL and
the UDF} ard the church leadership in Sowih Afrca remained fimmly
committed to sanctions The Ani-Apartheid Move men madespecial effons
1o ensunt that their voices wers heand elfectnely both through the press and
media as well as through the direct work of the AAM.

Faced with these challenges the Al sought both to ensure than s spealfic
SANLLDOS campaigns were pursued within the Tramework of the overall
campaign for comprehensrae sanclions but also sought io bpoaden and widen
the supporl for sanctions amongst the population es & whole, The TLC
Congress and the labour Party Conforence again endorsed polices in
support of comprehsnsive sanctions - and in Apsl the Britsh Councid of
Churches at it Assembly in Glasgow moved considereble closer 10 such a
policy approach, Tn order 10 win 4 wider oonsensus M supporn of sanctions
the Anti-Aparthcid Movement has sought o play an acive toke in the
Sowthern Alrica Coalitvon whose work is deseribed below.

SOUTHERN AFRICA COALITION

‘The Anti-Apartheid Movement played an active part in the creation of the
Sothern Alrica Cralition which %8s lawnched on 18t Seprember 1989, The
Coalition wa #stablished a5 a shot-temm iniltal ive bringing 1ogethe r owver 80
argenisations to work for a fundamental changs i British policy 1owanls
Southern Afriea. The Coalition’s main pricriaes were identified as the
Commonwe¢alib Confersace; the re-schedoling of South Africa's deht; and
2 lobby of pardiament 10 take place in Febroany 14,

The Southern Aldca Coalition grew out of the Conference "Britain and
Southern Afeica: The Way Forwand” which was organised by the British
Counal of Churches and Chostian Aid on 28 February 1989 - a date chosen
because it was the st annpversary of the historic marh on Pariament by
South Alnican religious leaders following the banning of the DT and gther
arganisations, This BOC C Chrstian Al Conference was supponted Iy many
of the organisawons i the Coalition including the AAM which had sepved
on the Freparawory Committes for the Copferznee,

The BCCChristian Ad Confe renoe, which was addressed by church leaders
from South Alrica, Angola, the Federal Republic of Germany and Britain
inclading ihe Archbishop of Catetbury, nas concduded by the presentation
ofa “Callio Action agrin®s Apariheid” iy the Bishop of Coventny. ThisCal|
1o Action”, essentially a demandd for more =Meclive and edensive sanctions
against Souch Almica, became the policy framework Forihe Coalitien and the
Bishop of Coventry was clected 1o chair the Coalinon with Nomman Wilkis
the General Secretary of the TUC as Wice-Chair and Fev Michas| Tavier
Drirecior of Christian Aid chairing the Bxecutive Committee,

The Southem Afnice Coalition lawnch took place au Church Houss on 10
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Sepramniber and was add ressed by Moses Mayekiso the General Secrerary of
NUMSA, Messages of suppon were received from the ANC, Archhishop
Turu, COSATU, and NACTLL L mediarely lollowing the lavnch ihe Chair
fiew to South Africa as the guest of Archbishop Tubu to express solidanty
with the Deliance Campaign dunng the rmast elections. The Coalition was
invited to add pess AAM “fringe” meelings at the TUIC, Liberal Democratic
and Labour Fany Conferences and organised itz cwn mecting at the
Conservative Fary Conforence, Its immediale locus was the
Commanmetalth Confergnce and a suocessivl postca rd campaign led Lo oeer
len thousand postcamds being sent ta the Prime Minister calling lorsapctions
and a similar pumber being reccived by the Commonwealth
Secretary-Cienera) supporting the Uommonwealth's stand on sancons. An
advertisement “A Call to Britain and the Commonwealih™ appeared in the
national press on the ¢ve of the Conferonce, A memoermandum addressed (o
the Pame Minster was presented oo the Minisier of State in the Foreign
Office, the EHion William Waldegrne MF just poer to 1the Commenwalth
Confersnce.

The Coalition which brings together Chnstian and ciher religicus groups,
trade unions, anti-apartheid onganisations, local authonnes, aid agencies
and many others reflects the growing suppor in Britain for the
anti-apariheid siruggle and has already played an invaluable role in
developing the Anti-Apartheid Mo ment's relalions with crganisaricns at
2 natjgnal and ocal lewel.

ECONOMIC COLLABORATION

BANKING

The issue of finencial ‘sanctions” against (he re gime became a (ocus point for
CIMPATENiNg against economic oofiabomtion dunng the vear. OF special
concem was Lhe need of Lhe regime to rescheduls its foreign dehts and a
Major Sampaign focussitg on Lthe debt issue was launched in April at the
MarWest AGM by AAM and End Loans 1o Southem Africe {ELTSA) A
range of rampaign and bricling matcrials was produced and widely
distributed within and beyond the Movemenl.,

Many of Sowih Alcica's cconomic problems have stemmed (rom its inability
W Taise any Sigmificant sums of pew money o0 the intemational capital
marke(s. (g small loan engincered by a Swiss bank al 1he end of |ast year
ked 10 worries that new lending mighl commence but continued pressure on
the banks has prevented this loan [rom leading o any breach in Sowth
Africas exciusion From capital markers. Swiss banks were (arpeted by an
FLTSA day of action on Swiss collaboration wih apanbeid.

O 13 April, in 2 wnique action unprecedented in Swatzerand, AAM
President Archbishop Huddigston ame nded and add ressed the AGM of the
Union Dank of Switzerdand (UBS) at the request of the anti-apartheid
Empaigners theee, THES s one of e major banks imobed in rescheduling
South Africa’s debts, and isbelisved vobe (he large st buyer of 54 gokd among
Swizt banks.

Sowih Africa's need o peschodule some 38 ballion of forcign debt due by
June 19%) has foroed the oegmme vo adopt a contilialony stance 1owards the
inemational cymmunity ad been a major factor behind the “reform™
programme, Campatgning over this issue has seen g remarkable lewvel of
intematianal coordinat ice by anti-apartheid grou pe and banking campaigns.
A special consultalion on the issue, orgamised by the ANC in London in July
wag attended by mpresentanes of 16 ooun ittt and led te an infemational
campaign, with much of the coordination being done by AAM and ELTSA.

Farticipants in 1he consultzlion agreed that the ¢oniral aim of the campaign
shauld be the demand for po reschieduling of 1he debt, a posilion alsa laken
by the MDM and church [eaders in South Alfdca, They adopted.a
programme of action, ncluding an intemational day of action end Oceober
and & wesk of action ut Mevember.

The AAM, working in ckose collabomuion with ELTSA, consulted with the
Baanromal Limion of Students (NS ard the Banking, Insurance and Finance
Union {BIFU ) about the development of the campadgn, which vas abioaken
up ac a kdy s by the Soothern Afnca Coalition (3A4C). Representatives
of the British Coungil of Churches, NUS, and the Commonwealih
Secpetarial were amongst those thal sought mesiings with the key banks {in
Britain the Manonal Wesigunstar, Batelays and Standard Chartered) in an
effon to prevaent a new deal
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Pretoria moved quickly to head off the campaign, expleiting the fransition
from FW Botha 1o FW De Klerk to convey the impression of a changs of
directiony, and the deal was nshed through in Ocicber, afier ntensive
Iobbying by South Africa in Switsetland and &t the IMF. Its anncuncement
was timed to fomestall inereased Commanwsalih pressere on the banks.

The decision by ibe banks 1o reschedule i debt on extremely generous
tetms 1o South Africa, reached immediately after de Kierk announced the
release of Walter Sisulu and seven miher leading pofitical prisorers, was 3
sericus sethack.  AAM immediately protested al the decsion, which had
proeGiked anger af the Commonwealth Summil, mecting as the deal was
announcesd, President Kaunda described 1he banks as “bloodsuckers.

Tree campaigm, however, led o some significant shifis in (he positioms of
some tanks, especially WatWest, the main tatget. and had a crucial role in
placing sanctions against South Africs back on the intemational agenda,

Looking forward AAM is planning a senesof initiatpres on bank suppon for
apartheid. As well as working closely with ELTSA, we will be looking to
build o0 the intermational coprdination achieved in this rampaign. The
attention which has been focussed on the debi Ssue will be uszd 1o build
suppont for aciion against other forms of bank collabomtion, wilh 2
particukar focus on t@de coedits.

Finance for trade is becoming increasingly imponant o the regime as,
despite the reschoduling, it continues to be denisd access 1o conventional
lending. Muwch of this lending is guaranteed by the govemment Fapon
Credit Guarantez Depanment (ECGD) and (he AAM and ELTSA ill
press for South Africa to be taken "off cover™ by the EOGD,

MINORCO/CONSGOLD

The ¢rigis in confidence in the South Aftdcan economy has led [o incpeased
attempts By Soulh African capital (0 expand oversgaz.  The Hritish
goeErnmertt's continued encopragement of Bribsh cconomic links with
South Alrica, despite all Lhe evide nee of the effective ness of sanclions, makes
Britain the ctvious country for South African [ms eager to expand abroad.

‘The most dramatic sample of this teadency was 1he bid by Minoren, the
cretiseas arm of Soulh Afnca's largest company, the

Anglo-Amencan Corporation, for Consolidated Gold Figlds, the serond
Targest pold mining com pany in the »ord, alier Anglo-American i<l The
bid, valued at £3 billion, was Rniains biggesi ever. Anglo-American had
spent yeats buikding upr a stake in Consold and preparing for the bid,

The Anti-Apartheid Movement immediate ly condemnsd (he bid and called
on the goveramenl 1o block it, using powers under the Indusiry Act. AaM
played a significant role in highlighting the South African links of
Anglo-American and building pressume against the bid. Minopoe's altempis
tu portray itse | as independent of s Sauwh Alfican parem collapsed as 1he
weighl of evidenee agminst i was bailt up.

The Sowlh Adrican connection led 10 widespread inlemational aglion o
prevent Anglo-Amenican from acquinng some of 1he world's finest gold
reserves. The govemmen) of Papua Mew Guinga said that it wodld refuge
to allow South African capital to take owver ConsGold's assets there,
including some of the [owest cost gold mines in the world. Australia too
expresscd concemn at the hid's implications for ConsCzold's assels there.

Pressure over the bid foroed (he gowvernment 10 refer the bid o 1he
Monopolies and Mergers Commission, althaugh they immediately
atempred to undemine this decision by narmwsing the grounds of e fereal
a5 far as possible. The Commusgion, howeyer, faced with growing public
concern ever the Bouth Afnoan angle, announced that it would look inta all
aspecis of the bid, AAM sent detailed submissions 1o the Commassion on
therdamage that would he caused by allowing the lakeover and these
submissions were noted in the Ninal Feport,

The government's compulsove prodction of South Alfca's cconomic
inlenests was again shimem when the commiassion faiked 1o act against the bid
and the Secretary of State For Trade and 1adustry allcwed a new bid by
Minorco to goahead. As Minonon gained & iy majority in favour of ishid,
the Anti-Apartheid Mowement theeatened a worldwide campaign against
the company.

Howener, despite gaining the requited acceptanoes o win control of
ConzGold, Minoroo's South African links Gnally bured the bid. An



American oourt ruling, heavity influenced by the actions of Minomo's South
Adrican parenis, killed the bid. Whilst it was Minoroo that was the immediate
Ioser, the main defzal was suffered by Preroria, whose agent Minoroo had
bocn,

ConsCigld"s cwn South Adrican links had not been ignoned during the bid.
Indeed the bid had conceni rated altention on the damage that South Alfricen
linkz &9 10 companies, and many leading financial advisors had called on
ConsCigld 1o sell out.  Diginvestment by ConsGold had alesys been a
demand of the AAM and following the collapse of the b, AAM wenlon
the offensive on this 155,

ConsGold eas tiken oner Almdst immediately by Hansorn, who prompliy
disposed of most of the proup's South African assets. Some, however,
remain in Hanson's hands and campaighing riust conlidue to ensure Lhat
these are sdd.  Moreover, Minoreo remains lurking in the backgmund
Iocking for & new arget. But after the exposure of their South African links,
even they had 1& ad et that Lol e very difficult For them tore-2nter the
lakeower market.

DISINYESTMENT

The downturn of the South Alncan economy hes had a continuing eifeci on
business confidence in the fulure of apariheid. This loss of confidence is
reirfored by (he soodus of fomign companics. Company disim=stment
further restricis Lhe apartheid cconnmy’s access (o capital, lechoology, skills
and maskets and reduces the stirength of the anti-sanclions lobiy M Lhis
country.

Many of Britain's Ergest imesbors in South Afnca have already withdrawn,
but over 200 remain, including miany in stratdgically imporant arcas of the
tonomy.  Further withdawals were seen in 1989, althowgh relention of
non-<quity links (trading, kensing and other ties) have undermined some
ol 1he effect of this.

Many of ihose companies which remain are the most *hard line™, since (hose
whose egmmilment 1o the apartheid ecopomy was weaker hine zbready
wilhdrmawn. This has contrbuted Lo a sowing domm of the disimmstiment
process \hrough I939. Howewer, among those disinvesting parts of theic
Fouth Afrcan holdings were ssweral of Britdin's krngest standing partners in
the apartheid economy, Courtaulds and RTZ both somez sold holdings
during the year, and by [ar (he largest sale was Hanson's partial dispoeal of
ComsGold's assens detailed above,

The campaign has thus reached the point whers sven thase companies most
commilted 1o South Africa are now reducing their holdings, The
disinvesiment campaign was given a major boost by the decisions of
America’s o largest ioveson, Mol and Goodyear, 1o pulf out. This mowe
has added Wothe pressure oo all remaiting compan jes o withdmw gnd shows
thal whils! the pace of disinwesstment may bawve lemporarily stowed, this may
rnerely e 3 prelude 10 withdmawals by the “hard line" corpomate supporters
of apartheid.

If this son of breakthmugh s w be made in Dntain, then pressure must be
sustained on all the remaining companies and the Mavement will continue
to campaign for the severance of commemial links with Sowth Alrica,
ingluding non-quiry ties maintained by companies thal have disinvested.

GOLD

The Warkd G0ld Commission, on which the Mowemant & represented, has
been active In promating sanctions agains South African gofd, apartheid’s
biggest foreign exchange camar.

Italy is the largest puschaser of South Alnican gold, used in the countiy's
jewellery industry. The Commisaon, togethe r with the ltalian imde unions,
arganised a conferenoe on gold and apartheid in Vicenza, the cenire of the
jewellery industry. The conference, addressed by AMNC President Olver
Tarmtw, atiracied gomu bocl ineerest and jewellery manufacturers agrecd o
investigale allemalive supplics,

‘The Commission has also ben aticmpting to provde its ows alremative
supplies of jowe|lery which would be guarantesd apartheid-feee, The st
such items, to be marketed by A Enterpnses, should be available by the
end of this yer. Once an aliemative i available it will be possible 1o
presuriee praeilers firstly to sell a rnge of alternatives to Sowih African

products and in future o become complelely apanheid-frec,

Crold interests have highlighted 1he nesd pertiancnthy 1o remove gold from
the markel in arder (o maintain its price. Sinee industrial wecs acoount for
only a liny percentage of todal gold production, permanent removal of gold
can only be achieved by increating jewe llerysales. By reducingand svenlualy
climinzling Soulth Africa’s abilily to s€ll inlo this vital market, 1the price the
aparthecid economy reccives For ils most importang sxport will be cut.

The Commiszion has alse boon aciive in Lhe LI5A, and Swilzertand. A DS
Congressional imvestigation, launched at the initiative of the Commission
brought 1o light 1he scnsationzl discovery thal existing US sanctions
legizllion bannedthe impart of South African gold bullion iowe the LS, since
all Soulh Afrwzn gold is marksted by the Restrve Bank, a parasiatal
orgenisatica, The 1985 Comprehensie Anti-Apariheid At bans imports
frem South African parasiatals,

The effect of this has already ked 1o South African gold being soid at a 1%
distounl 16 allernalive supplies. The full repon of Ihe Congressional
invesligation, which will come cul at the end of the year, is cxpected o
recommend [ull sanctions againgl Sowih Alrican gold. Implementation of
sanclions agains jewsllery made [rom South African gold would lead o an
immediate swilch by prducers 1o odher sources of supply, rmiher than risk
tosing thehr major market.

In Switzerland the Commission has buill on the suocess of s work in Uhe US
b ackieve dssurances that South Afbeaan gold sold theough Switzerdand wall
no tonger be labelled as “Sadss”, prevenling possible by-passing of US
EATICTMO RS,

Further progeess & hoped for in the immediate fulure as intematicnal
interest in the possitrility of sanctions against Seuth African gold {ncroase as
A coneequence of the Commission s work. As»ell as the US Congress, both
i LN and the Commonwealth have expressed Lheir belicf thal a geld
E2netion rocds 1o be investigeted wrge iy, The sk of the Comnussion will
conlines to be supponed by the Movement.

TRADE

Trade betmeen Brtain and Souih Afrdea mse in 1938 for the st time since
1988, Brilish ewports 1o South Africa rose by 13%, whilst | mpons From South
Africa rose by 23%.

A number of faciors art behind these wormying trends. Most of 1he increase
in EMpons way 2coouwnled for by increasss in the price and volume of plali nem
imports. The price of platinum has since [allen considerably a5 a
copsequence of apncuncemenls by Ford and General Motors thal they am
developing catalylic comverters using malerials other than platinum. Sinee
platinum is Sguth Alnca’s third lamgest export earner, afier gobd and coal,
and catalytic converlers are cxpecied 1o be the main price-deving Eactor for
the metal, this announcement s of greal signiicance. The Movement is
moniloring devebopments in this arca closehy,

British eapoxts 10 South Alnica roee as o consequence of 2 geneml wpburn io
the South Alvican economy Lhrough the frst three quaners of 1988 and
because of UK grvemmenl altempls to promote trade by British companics
with South Alnce. A policy of domestic expansion, funded by & consumer
spending boom, kd 10 incrmased seenomic growlh in South Africa through
the zarly parts of 1968, In tum this ked 1o increased invesiment and purchasss
of capilal goods, compuler equipment and machinery from imditional
supplicrs such as Britin,

tloavewtr, such an artificially created boom could nod Lasl keng, and by the
last quarter of 1568, the brakes wers already being put onla 1he cooncimy &5
inflation rs¢ and the balance of payMEenls was pul under svere stain by
lloodzof imporis. Tariffs of up to 609 have had o be placed on 3 wide mnge
of impons {o provect 1the balance of payments position rendencd vulntrable
by the corabina tion of dett repayments and the 1688 of export markets caused
by irade sanciions.

In onler to mzel Whe consimints placed on the sconomy by Sanctions
seasures, growih hat had to he sharply curtailed this year, [llowing the
mini-boom of 1968, Inlerest mics have been increased 16 18% and growdh
is predicted to be below 2% (his year and lower still next year. On 1op of all
this, the geld price is Mailing, leading 1o the real possibility of a recession in
the South African economy in 1990
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Against this background the LUK gonemment has been doing vervihing
within its power 10 promote Lrade betosten Brilain and South Adrice. The
Movement praduced a special repoct "Selling Out To Apasitheid” wdsly
reported in leading newspapers detailing Britein's ailempts Lo undermine
sancleons measures, including those which the goverament had apreed to.

British government suppor for trade wilh apartheid s undenably a major
coniributor to (he mmeent rises in British exporis to Sowlh Afnica, The Asdd
report, laupched on 6 Febuacy ax the Howse of Commons, showed bow the
DTI had consisiently brvken the spizit of agreements made by the
gmemment and how [T1 stafl had boen specifically inst ructed po promote
trade with South Africa, even in strategically sensilive arcas swch as the
Msse] Bay oil-from-gas pland,

Having agresd 10 an end (0 Munding for frade missions to South Africa, Lhe
DTI has simply shified such missions to London, holding seminas on
oppociunities for British companies to increase their dealings with
apartheud, gr encounged closely-linked bodits 1o lake over funding these
missions, whikst continuein g 1o provade Tell facilicoes from diplomanic missions
in South Africa.

Since publicalion of the mepont, AAM has disoovered at ieast twi further
instances of the UK govermment's desperavon to support trade with
apartherd. The DTI was due 10 host 2 seminar on opportunities [ar British
CHTpanNics b0 Expart process plant equipment to South Africa, and
commissionsd 2 delailed study of the market (o help porential sxporiers. A
combination of the tubs sirikes and lack of interest led tothe seminar being
ancelled.

In Seprember, the [TK-Souh Alvice Trede Association’s Director, Mick
Mitchell, chawed & seminar on Imestment o the Transke:, one of South
Alricas so-called independent homelands. LIKSATA is an area advisory
boird to the British Onvetrscas Trade Board, a branch of the DTL. (The
rapar, “Selling Out (0 Apan hesd”, had exposed Lhe DTY's chose ra [anionship
with UESATA, and UKSATA's invohement in assisting the British
government (0 breach even those sanctions to which it had agreed). The
Tranckei semirdr was a clear breach of the govemment’s oluntary banon
new investment' and the Moveme it has written to the Scoretary of Stace for
Trade and Industry demanding that UESATA be remoned from its states
with the IFIT.

CONSUMER BOYCOTT

Consumer boyeotl activities of the period felling wnder the Doyeon
Apanheid 87 campaign are eported separately.

LABELLING

On 1 January 1789 a pew Trade Descriptions (Flace of Froduction)
(Mazking) Onder came into force to replac: (he Trade Descriplions Act and
baing Britain inlo line with EEC regulations.

The crder says that goods S0 nol have o show place of onigin unless the
packaging of the goods is misleading {eg iit hasa picture of the Eiffel Tower
but griginates rom Fijy ol should have a place of ongin).

The ander oonets atl goods except; food and lishery products, horticuliumal
itemns, feed sluffs, fertilizers and pharmaceutical products,

This order does nol apply 19 fresh froil and vegetables which weder EEC
Council Regulation must adhere o quality slandards which indude marking
the country of origin. Local Authority Teading Standamnds depactments are
responsible for anforcing thess regulations.

A triefing was produced amd cirvulated to all Local AA Groups in Apeil,
and Anti-Apartheid News oovered the issue. But confusion still £xdsis as (s
apparent by 1he pracice of boih major retailers and marked stalls,

The Consumer Bayeott Unil mects regularky, and had deveded much effort
o developing 2 CAmpaign perspective on LOURM; 1o promeating consumer
vigilance regarding the appearance and {increasingly deceptive) marketing
ofapartheid produce, and monitoring the informaton rece ived from around
the Movement; and 1o initiat s within the framework of the Bavegn '85%
fampaign [ promate the effectaeness of the consumer boyeait.

A mejor fund-raisingfcampaign initiative in June "Operation Ovangs'

fprussing on The consumer boyeatl and increasing pressere in the
govemmenl for sanclions, is reporied elscwhere,

COAL

{her one million tornes of apartheid coal a year are now entering Britain.
[nitial figures for 1989 indicate that even more Soulh Afncan coal may be
eniering the UK. Oficial figures disguise the real kevel of these ifports as
Clten coal s iranshipped to Holland and 2 -exported o the UK as ‘Dutch
Blend' (1htre are no coal producing pits in Holland 13,

The AAM has continued o work with 1he NLIM 1o prevend these imparts
inio the UK. Local ampaign maresial has been pecduced by the Yorkehine
and Humberdde Regional AA Committes, Ont more Bgue of the (ol
Cempaign Bulletin has been produced which features the activitics of Shell
in rading in apartheid coal and another s scehduled befone the end of this
year.

A recenl development has been 1he production Ty Manchester City Council
of an exhibition to promots sanctions Against South Alrican coal. Thisisan
exoellent campaign bopd which needs to-obrtain the wadest possible Circulation
in the Anli-Aparthed Mowement, coal field communilies and Irade union
mveEmenL

D urham miness, Teesside and Hanle pool Anti-Aparthe i groups crganised
a prodesl against the shipmen of South African coal through Hartlepool
pon. Wohlerhampton Anbi-Apartheid group organised a petilion agains
South Afncan eoal imports. Exeter Anli-Apanheid group organised a koval
seminar on slopping Soulh Alrican ooal imponts through porls in The Exeler
arez. The Souih West TUC AA Committes substantially reduced South
Adrican coal imports Ihrough Avonmouth in cooperation with the TGWLS
and Bristol council. They are presently working with the regional TGWLU
1o phasc out all apartheid coal imports throwgh ports in the South West.
Faimauth Labour Panty hat mized the istue of Scouth Alrican coal imports
through Palrmwuth docks.

The NLIM sponsorsd MPs have mesicda number of Private Members Billy
I expard pon capacilies in order to facilitate a greanly increased level of
South Affcan coal impors with the privalisation of |he power industry in
the UK. Cnly Lt ‘whipping” ol Tory MPs ensured the safe pasage of the
Bills, The rodz of Tory MPs with close links wilh the Sowth African coal
indusiry and ke Ffor 1heir apologist views on apartheid needs o be
expostd gver the coming year,

Unferunately, 1he plapned European wide conlentnct on sanchions against
South Alricen coul did not l2ke place. Howewer it is expected Ihat such an
cvent will take place nexi year,

The South Alncan coal industry still greally fears Ihe imposition of
European Community wide coal sanclions, They hive imvested a grear deal
of maney in promeling counter-propaganda claiming that apartheid has
been eliminated oo the mines, The deffance campaign organised by the
Sauth African NUM against apartheid practices gives the lie o these claims.
The imposition of ccal sanctions is still wilthin reach of European
anti-apar heid mevements 2nd would sirike 3 major blow againsl Lhe
apartheid econgmy. We must lake advantage of 1the heighlened resistance
inside Sourh Africa o make Ihem a practical realiry over the coming year.

URANIUM

The [act that Mrs Thatcher Fownd time in The course of avery shor vigl o
Mamibia tovisih the KT vranivm mune at Bossing wnderlines the strategic
impoeniance alached by the Bnrish gowemment o the illegal alfic in
Mamibia's major minersl mesource.

“Mamibia Nuckear Reaclions™ - a documentary made under the guidance of
the NS and showm in the BBC's Open Space shot on T September - was an
imperant exposuts of the issues, pulting them in the conted of the struggle
for Mamibia's independence and paying weloome tribule to the mie of
Linerpocd™s dockers in stopping the trade through their port.

Drevelopments around South Afriea’s continuing membership of the
Intcrmational Atomic Erergy Authority are eove red elewrhers in this repert.
The tsave of the apar hewd regime’s wraniunt expors is one that meeds o be

grven hightr priotity.



OIL EMBARGO

Themainelement of the campaign o secuse d mandalony oil embargo against
Sowih Alrica hes besn the Boyool Shell campaign.

This year has secn the further consolidation of the campaign invohving [ocally
hased activity throughout the couriry. This work has been spearheaded by
the AAM and Embargo. At the same time there have been encoursging
injtiatnes Wwimprove intematlionalco-crdinat ion in which the Wadd Ceuncil
of Churches has played an impostant rode,

There were two periods of co-ondinated Jocal activity during the year. The
first was a week of action from 14-20 NMovember ol which 1he highligh! was a
London-wide molorcade oo-ordingted by the London AA Commitiee, This
wis followsd on May érth 1989 with a Day of Action in advanee of 1he Rowal
Drutch Shell AGMs in the Hagyee and London. These AGMs again attracied
considerable media aoverage in both the Metherlands and Britain. The
presence of Dr Beyers Maude at the Duich AGM following 2 remarkably
suoessil Blockage of Shell's main labomiory in Amsterdam Lifted the
Boyente Shell campaign toa new level,

The pressure foeShell o withd mw from South Africa intensi Ged significantly
following the aanouncement that Mobil were wo sell cut From Soulh Alrica.
Alhough this disimwestment move by Mobil was not on 2 basis which was
acceptable to the ftain union orgunising al Mobil, CWIU, and Tell shon of a
genuine process of disinvestmend it skl representsd a significant
breakihrough and placed Shell ip an increasingly isclated position.

Careful consideration has been given o (ke best means of cxpanding the
Shell ampaign, Two key constituents ars the churches and the trade union
movement The WICC Cenieal Committee's decision 1o call on its member
churches o participate i the Bovooit Shell Campaign led the WiCC woaks
a pumber of initiatnes including a spemal publication Shell Shock and 1he
comening of a consullalion in Amsterdam in May 1989 involving chumch
bodies and ari-apartheid movements. The AaM was epresented by Mike
Terry and EMBARGO by David Craine and as a result further steps were
taken by Embatgo to invobe the British churches. The two major wnions
orgenising at Shell, TGWU and MSF, produced wilh the AAM a special
leaflet setting out the case for Shell's withdrawal from Sewth AFrica shich
hasbeen circulated amongst their members. The AAM has also approached
the TUC with a vicw to comvening a meeling of all the unions recognise by
Shell to further develop the tampaign within the trade vnion mowement.

The National Committee disewsed the need for the Mowement 1o dewelop
Tigw carm paigning initial bres al it July and Scptembermestingsand following
the Sepdember mecting & half<)ay mecting for local group activists was held
1o provids & framewark [or in-depth discussion,

The AAM and Embargo conlinue 1o focus on wider issues relating 1o the sil
embargo such as the invojvemsnt of Brsh companies in the Mossel Ray
development; Horg Kong's role 45 a base for manyolihe shippesdelivering
oil 1o South Alrica; and the continued refusal of Brilain to suppon a
comprchensive ol 2mbargo.

TOURISM

Toursm to South Afica is on the increags. [ruring the first thite monbs of
1969 a 1owal of Mi460 people came o or lell Sowh Afnm, comparsd 10
29,146 ower the same peniod last year. An inceeass of over 1595 hat been
gvident in relation b ourists from Britain, with 41587 wsitors from the UK
during the first 3 months of 1789, & most wermying sfatisiic,

The South Alricen tourist industry is undenaking a major push al present
and seems o be bansficting from the increasing inierest in bong-haul eadic
holidays. The first charter Aights are abowt 1o commence to South Aflriea,
The repme is cven boasting thal it snvisages rouniam 1o be as major an
incomc catncr 35 gold in a decade. The AAMs campaigning on 1ourism will
clearty need ua increase since it represents not-only @ majorsoures of revenus
bt also a0 important piychalogical bonsi Lo the white minosity, The Dritish
Gowernment has continued wilh its incffective and unpublicised wluntary
ban on the promotion of tourism (0 Sowh Afrca”, adopied a5 part of 1he
limited package of measures against apartheid anngunced in 1986, A recene
govemurient spokesperson slated: " In Britgin we Lve it a fote seeicty and it
Wk nit be right for 1he Giovemmen to 1ake powers 1o sesinct 1he freedom
of travel. It is therefote vitimately a matier for individuals and organisations
foncerned whelher they choose to adhere 1o the voluptary ban™ It is clear
thay many travel agents gnd Lour opersIons 9o Aot even know of the "ban'.

During Mrvember 1968 much activity was generated against the Soulh
Alrican pressncs at the Olympia World Travel Market in Landon. This

culminated in a highly efTective protesi organised by (he London Commitice
which virtually ¢loted dormm the SATOURS a nd Scuth Alrican Adreays salls.
Similar aclions are likeky Lo be necossarny this year sino 1he organisers, Resd
Intermational, seem determined (o allow a Saalh African presence ar this
year's evenl. However a number of local authorities, notably Wakehield,
London Borough of Richmond, Manchester and York, have pulled ow of
the Waorld Travel Martket in protest st South Alrica's panicipalion. The Tast
tw wilhdrawals otsulled from the strong stance 1aken by Lhe L.ocal
Aulhonties Against Apartheid Biennial Confertnce againgt tourism o
South Adrica A whode number of actions have waken place againg South
Alrican Airways up and down (he counlry, most notably sil down proteste at
their London offices this year.

Tounsm has not becn as major a component of the Boyeon Apaniheid $9
campaign &5 had besn hoped, due g more pressing priofilics. Nevertheless
n Yorizhire, Wallage Amold were effcciively targeited for their promodion
of South Afncan wours in the month of Seplember,

MILITARY AND NUCLEAR

he workto ssek anend vo all forms of military and neclear collabomtion

betwten Britain and South Africe conlinucs o be 1he mos| sialegically
important priocity of the Movemsnl. This work has continued bo be
undertaken in the closest consultation with the Work! Campaign against
Military and Nuclear Collaboration with S5ouih Africa, which the AAM
initiated i 1979

The ten yerrs sinee the World Campaign was emablished has seen wry
sigmificant progress being made to seoure the Lransformalion of the UN
mandalory arms embarge fom 2 “signal™ of disapproval of apartheid into
an effective instrumen! designed 1 provent South Africas ustain and expand
its military and nudear capabilicy. The success of the ams embargo was
illustrated in particular in sarty 1988 when it became ewident with the South
Adrican’s had bost their military supediority in southen Angola. Homewer
South Africz has responded 1o these developments by engaging ina major
m-armament programme - since 1987 it has increased mililary expenditure
akone by 9950,

Ones against thes Repor reconds both Ihe work of the Workd Campaign and
the speeific conunibulion of the Anti-Apanhekd Mowvement. The Wordd
Carnpaign has worked hapd to ensure 1hal the Commonweaith plays an active
role in streagthening the arms embatgo, I prepared a special report for the
Commanwealih Foreign Ministers Committee on Sowhern Alrica which was
presented to its Toronlo meeting in Augusi 1988, The Committce gave this
report detailed contideration at its Harare mesting in February 1999 where
il adopied a special state menl oo Lhe zrms embargo. This 16d W a number of
impartant inittatives by Canada which beth chairs the Forsign Ministers
Committee and currently sepves on the UN Security Council.

The: Statement adopd ed in Hacare deall with tem major isswes - 1he definition
of items [alling within the soope of the arms embarga and 1the nesd for (he
embarpo on (he importig of amms fmm Souh Alrca 10 be mandatory by
the UM Security Couneil.

The latter issuc has been of particular significanes because of the progress
South Africa has boen able o maks in marketing ils armg iniemalionally. A
mort disturbing development was the participation of South Africa at the
Imernational Defence Equipment gnd Avienics Exhibition (IDEA 393 in
Ankardin May 1989 Such particpation was in breach of two Securigy Councl
negolutions SCR 558 and $9] and it was the st time thal Souih Aldca had
bezeratle 1o exbibit military equignment a1 such an evend in 8 NATO couniry
since the adoption of these resolutions. A related developmient has bees the
co-0pe Rtion <xtended by Chils in the markzling of Soulh Africin military
equipment sspecially the (35 155mm howitzer, In Manch 1989 rhe South
Adrican Defence Minjster General Malan visited Chile 105eal a deal v which
a Chilean compary Cardaen wonlkd assemble 1he G5 and 1hen export itasa
product of Chile thus disguising i3 Sowlh Alrcan engin, The Wodd
Campaign took both these cases up with Lhe Turkishand Chilean asthorities
respeectively aswell as with the LN Security Councll Cammiltee on the acms
embargo. They both illustrated 1he growing importance for Smath Alnc 1o
develop it expoct marksn in crden o make ilsarmamen s ind usiry nancially
viakle.
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The World Campaign has alsn taken up a series of cases invobang e cxpon
of arms and related materals to Souath Afmea in breach of the LIN arms
embargo. Marmy of (hess cases arvee bemuse of the namow inlerprétation by
govemments of the items which fall within the scope of 1he apms embargo.
T cauntnes in padicular wers imvobved; the Pederal Republic of Germany
end el [nthe mse of the FRG these included (he supply of subrmarine
plans 1a South Afrca, The detvery of MIB helicopiers to the South Altican
police and bentustan anthonliss, and the mok of Daumler-Bene in the
licensing ard other arrangements for the production of engines for military
vehicles in South Alrica. Hlowever in an important development the Workd
Campaign together with the TN Spasial Committes against Apartheid held
a high lewel consuliaion in Bonn at which delailed consideralion was given
bath to these cases and the gencmal wealness in naronal Jegislation,

In relation to Isracl, degpite undenzkings which it gave in 1787 thai it #»culd
nal enler ito &y new militany reletions with South Afnca, it continues (o
be the majorcollabosator with South Africain the mililary 2nd neclear e b,
By [ar the mott disturbing developeent was the print South Africanslsracli
testing of a nuclear capable IRBM (Intermediate Range Ballistic Missie) at
Ammscor's Overberg range which was belisved 10 be an adaption of the
Ismseli Jericha |1 missile, Tam test fights we e camied cul dunng July 1989,

South Africa’s access (0 nuclear lechnology and “know-how' tThrowgh its
membership of the International Atemuc Energy Agency continues tobe a
malier of grave concemn. Despite a decision of the Heads of State and
Oosemment of the Noa-Adigned Movemnent thal South Adtica should be
expelled [rom this L' ageacy, once again the proposal of the IAEA's
Executive Board that South Africd should be suspended was pastponed.

Hetherlands Foreign Minister was reported ax stating that the EC should
reconsider its ban on nuelear expons to Soulh Africa if Seulh Afric signed
the NEFL. The Dirscior of the Worll Campaignimmediaiely approached the
Durch Authonties and at a meeting wilh them in the 1lague they qualified
their poitbom.

‘The Spanish Forcign Minister, following representations by the EEC
Liaison Group of AAMs pave &0 undertaking that ihere would be no
relacation in (he EC ban. However Fortign Office Minster of Staic Lynda
Chalker MFP informed the Movemsanl oo 1%h Apnl 1989 than Brilain would
review its palicy should Sauth Alrca sign the NPT Thos under the guiss of
extending the NPT, the conditions are being created (o rencw open nuclear
wallatroration with South Afhca.

The Anti-Apastherd Movemen: has made a senes of represanfations 1o the
Bnrsh gove mment conce tning the implzmentation of the arms embargo,
The racsl impartant case durifg the perod of this repon was the so-callad
“Blmpipe Affeic” involving arrests jn Paris on 2151 April for an apparent
altemipr 1o “seap” russile technology stoben Tfrom Shorts, Belfast for ams
for paa-military units in nonhern lreland. The Anbi-Apanherd Movetwenl
acted immediately by secking prompt action by the Frime Minister. Mg
Thatcher replicd to Bob Hughes MP 1he AAM Chair informing the
Mowerne L of the action taken to cxpel thriee membens of the South African
Bmiassy_ These expulsion howmwer brought 1o light the fact that Britain had
scted contrary of the EC decision of September 1965 net 1o grant credentials
tomilitary attaches from South Alnica. One of thoss expelied was an official
in the military atlache section whe had been accrediled in Decomber 1985
Moreover the nuliary attache section of the Fnbassy was sill functioning
despile the fact 1hat them werme no accvedited military aftaches which rajsed
disturbing issucs cuer whal agtivities it waz really engaged in,

Further revelations over the recpaitment of e mployees at Shorts o work for
the South African rigsile production company resulled in the AAM calling
fore general enquiry into the implemen tation, ¢nfopcement and monitofing
of the aym: embargo. The Foreign Secretany wrote on 18th May 1983 tuming
daren 1 hus appeal.

Other related maters indude the South Alrcans cbraining an inlerest
thmugh Space Rscarch Corporation in znather eorhemn dretand company
lriked to ams produckion, the importing inte Hong ¥ong of Sauth Afcan
froi-controed equipment, and eepeated reposts of links between Wesiland
Aircrait and South Africa.

The Movement 5 considering further iniljalives in onder 1o secume the

strengthening and strict implementation ¢f the arms embarge and the
halting of all femmns of mililary and nugiear collaboration with South Africa,

SPORT

rfLain remains the count iy with the ovwsi collaboration wilk apartheid
BSPrJrI. This year has sa¢n a ttajor rughy tour inwolving Brtish plavers
and a planned English erickel gour this sdnter. That such tours are posahle
reflects the persisient refusal of 1he Brtish govemment 1o take se nousky it
responsibtlities wnder the Commonwealth Glencagles Agmeement. The
public reacticn 1o these tours does, conversely, show the growing support
for the bonoit,

Posinve and significant developrmenis have taken pléce in relation to the
nonfacial sports monement in South Afbca The establishment of 1he
Marional Sports Congress (NSC) and its development as a political foroe in
South Addcan sport have put additional pressure on the regime and spons
bodes prepamed vo ope rate within the fra mework of apa rherd. The hSC hag
strenunushy tpposed mbel tours and initiaved a campaign against the Warld
XV rebel rughy tour, It was also dircotly a5 & nesull of the growth of the
non-ragial sponrts movement that & senior Mass Democratic Movement
delegation visited London this summer (0 kabby against the crickel tour, The
Monvement sent a8 message of suppon to the N3L inawgural congress, helped
sccure messages from a range of anti-apanheid movements around the
winrhd, and has developed, in co-operation with SANROH, a chose working
relationship with the NSC and indvrdual non-racial boards,

The AAM conlinues 10 maintdin aclose working relationship with the Souh
African Mon-Racial Otympic Committes (SANROC), Inaddition 1o regular
[Eaison, the Exccutve Chairman of SANROC, Sam Ramsamy addressed the
July mecting of the Mational Commitics. AAM and N5C have co-0perated
extensively on campaigns, including a press confersnce and hosting of 1he
MOM delegaiion, The Movement also continues 10 e closcly with other
apti-apartheid movements aver the boyool.

RUGBY

The Waorld X3 rughy tourwent shead in September, The AAM co-operared
closely wath che AAMs i Ireland, New Zealand and Awsiralia, issving a poing
slalement al a press conferance with SANRCH, the ANC and Campaign for
Fair Play in the Houwse of Commons launching the campaign, Anchbishop
Hudd|esten and Bob Hughes MPwrote persenally Lo all prospective players,
The Sccdtish and Wales Rughy Unions passed on ibe letlers, but the Rupgby
Football Union Secretary, Dwdkey Wood, refused to pass on "propaganda’,

Urgent approaches (0 the govemment by Archbishop 1luddleston and Bob
Hughes elicited an itelfectval rsponse: Ministers wrate be the home vnions
belatedly and in weak ierms wrging them not 1o pas on invilalions and he
Frinee Minister refused to personally mte e ne, A wide range of support was
secured for Le campaign: one aotabke mse was that Lhe band Simple Minds
cancelled performances at the home of Soowtish rugty, Murmaylield, in
protest at the decision of the SRU Lo sandlion the tour, This reeciecd
exiensive publicity in Scotland and mas a boost ro the campangr,

The tourning team laced & newly developing upsurge of opposition inside the
couniry. A protest raily in Cape wen was banned; the grounds for the Tess
were sealed off by secunity police; peacelul protestors were armested at the
players' hote] in Cape Town and owiside branches of the sponsoring bank -
First Wational Bank. Willi# John MeBride and other players amd officals
refused to meet N3O represenlatives and were protected by the Sequrily
Police at all (imes_ AnaLiempt v0siage & publici tystunt of 3 coaclingexemise
in & township backfired when youth barricaded \he rouls and fhe visiting
team coach was forceed 0 return fofhe botel It s 2lso important to nete that
1he players who finally w2 nt wece Jargely second mae.

The ramificaticns of the Lour have been consideable. The Seemtapyof the
WRU resigned broawse largs numbers of Welsh players and officals
patticipated and were involvtd in secret negofiations behind his back as
secreatary. Most erucially, this debacke concluded wath the WRU viing Lo
sever all links with the outh African Eugby Board (SARB), a huge virlary
Far the camipaign waged persistently over many years by WAAM. Inlreland,
the IRFU was forced (0 155w 4 slatement regreiling the tour 10 placate cme
of its sponsors, Digital, but this did nof save its geal with anodher, WANG,
who pulled oul.



CRICKET

The other major fous has been the announceme nt of rebel English crcker
tour planned oo Jenuary 1990, News of the tour leaked out i sady Augusi:
many % || known names wers imolved, although few are curtent top players.
The AAM made tramediate represeniation 1o the Test and County Cricket
Boanl [ TCCE}and the goverrime it wrging o ect e intervengion. In line with
the Intemational Cricketl Conlerence (ICC) decision of January 1739, the
TCCE announced that all plays s wers 1o be banned [mom future pest cricloet
and t1hose inthe England side at the time wem dropped. A major viclory wes
seguresd sarly on when the two Back players in the side Phil de Freitas and
Foland Butcher announced their withdrewal, as a diesct result of the
eontronversy provoked by the tour, particularty the high profile conde maation
bed by beading black British athletes such as John Ragis.

The AAM immediately lwunched its biggest sponls campdign since 1887
the Stop The lour' campaign, Lol cr-onlinating committees were
esiahlished in every county wilh players pamicipating. Frotests were hetd 21
oaer 3 matches throughout the rest of the smason, inclwding a crudial focus
on the Man West Final at Loeds in September. A nalional Stop The Tour
petition was produced and iz being widely circulated with considerabls
suppor- Approaches have ben made 10 players and clubs dicect by focal
campaigners; @ number of [ocal authovifees ar to miew their invohemem
with relevant counties; and extensnet media coverage has been received for
the campaign. Local activity has besn widespread and imaginative: from a
celebrity ¢ricket malch in Haringsy to 3 mass posicard campeign in
[atlingham,

A Mass Democratc Movemen delegation comprising Krish Mackerduhyj,
President of 1he Mon-Racial South Afnica Crcket Board (SACBT, Murphy
Morobe, Fublicity Secreiary of the United Democratic Front; Mgronde
Balfour, W&C Western Cape Fresident; and Mi Hlatswayo of the COSATLU
Sporis and Cultuce desk visited for several days towards the end of August
and held & series of meetings wilh officials from the Depactment of 1he
Envarcoment (cesponsible [or spon) and Foreign CHTice, with Monman
Willis, Roy Hanersley and others. In addition, the two cncketers, Knsh
Mackerduhj and MNgoonde Ballowr mer &t Lovds with rabel capeain Mike
Ganting and colleague John Emburey, as well as holding a privete informel
meeting salh Raman Subba Row, chairman of the TCCH. The visil secured
extensive media cmerage and was a great suceess in ensuring Lhal the woice
of genuine non-cacial spon in South Alvce was heard by bolh cnckelers and
the public,

OTHER SPORTS

Whilst crickel and reghy hawe bebd centre stage, developments slsewhere
have continued to show that the boneotl is being sirengthened, The
Mowemeni has continued w lidiss with 2 wids mnge of orgactizatmns and
indwiduals sezking to exclede South Afrikans, one small mample being
archery whearee a MNalal club has been eacluded after 20 years mom
participating in a British based pomal shoot. Local activists have afsq
continues te protest agginst viclations of the boyoort, examies being two
boging matches in Southwark and Leeside, The fighls also raiscd the ssue
of the mle of kocal authonties in dnsunng that councl controlled facilities
are ot wsed in such svents, an mporant policy of 8 significant pumber Gf
local aulhorities.

Iniermationally, the Internaional O larpic Commiltee (JOC) has reallirmed
ils strong positipn dgainst apattheid and in suppon of the boyeol L and other
international bodics have zither seve red links completely ar moved towards
such & policy of isolaton: the JCC (ban on playess from est oncket who go
to South Africa); the Intemational Tennis Federation (suspens:on of South
Africa; the Assooiation of Teanis Professionals (withd rewal of recognition
of South Afncan tournaments); the Tmemational Mototoyrling Fedetion
(suspension of South Africa and withd eeval of recognition of South Afncan
CoOmpeinons).

All of these developments emphasize the gnowing sicength of the spornis
bayrou. Groups such as the South Alrican Rugby Board {SARB} and their
allies have soughi wowealke n andundermine the boyoolt. A mecting between
the SARE, the non-racial South Afocan Rugby Union (SARL) and the
AMNCin Oetober 1558 fuslled suggestions of a shilt in policy amidst debaite
a5 to the possibility of 1he establishment of single non-racial sports bodies
adminisle fng sports in Sawth Africa and heace obviating (ke need for the
borrcoil. Following the ANC, SARBSARU mecting and deliberaieiy
misleading press mports the AAM Exccutive Comminier issued a stalement
emphasising that the bovcott should be maintained until apartheid s
eliminaled.

SANROC Bikewise stated that only if and when spert in Souih Africa was
todally integrated would any such discussions begin, The specific case which
raized Lhis izsue [1he iniliatives ol 1he SARE), was 1o be exposcd as 2 hollow
geslure aimed 2l weakening the boyanl | as soon as the World XXV wour plans
were gnocunced, and il revealed the (rue colowrs of Lhe SARE.

The AAM continues 12 promote widely the UN Register of Sports contacts
wilh Sguth Alnca, The Regisier remains an important tosl for excuding
{rom spotting &venls those who have been 1o South Africa. Additonal ly, the
sirengih of the campaign can be scen form the growing number of

sponspeople pedging 1o the UN not 1o retum toSouth Africauntilaparthaid
15 dimmanthed.

OF crucial im portance throvghout the year, and central 10 Al the work of the
Maovement on this issue, has been the on-going atlempt 1o secure a more
¢ffective commitment 1owards implementation of the Commeonwealth
Cleneagles Agreement from the British govemment. Continual approaches
e both Spons Minister Colin Moynihan and the Prime Minister dimect by
bodh Bob Hughes and Archbishop Huddlesion have been made. A request
for a mecting with Mr Momihan was criginally put in September 1983, onby
1t be repecied or igored in further correspondence until the end of
September 198F when a mee ting was agrecd o, on the prowvisc 1hat opponent
of 1he boyroll John Carlige MP was also invited. Bob Hughes described the
decision as preposleTous and wrote (o the Prime Mingier urging that
Momihan have responsibility lor implementation of the Gleneagles
Agreement removed. The Minislers response to the mesting request was
typical of the gowe mment’s allilude through cut the year belated, incfioctual
and ¢ynical, Britain remaing - and has boen singled out by the LM &s - the
main collaborator with apariheid sport

The mle of the Prime Minister bersell has been 3 major focws of pressurs
from the Movement: she has rejected every call for personal inte peention o
stop cither Lhe cricket or Tughy tours and has remained sileo throughout en
the isue, in slark conlrast o gther Premicrs such as Australia’s Bob Havke
in relalion to Lthe World XV rupby 1our, Pressuze in the Commomyeaith as
well has bren foll io relation to Brilain's posiion, and has been heightened
by the crickel lour being due to commende 1he lirst day of Commapwealth
Cames in Jenuary 1990 The AAM has consistently pointed oul (hal the
inaction of the British govemment is undemining the position of British
spon inlecationally.

CULTURAL AND ACADEMIC
BOYCOTTS

he culiural and arademic boyoolls remain an imponant aspec of the

campaign 1o isclate apartheid South Africa, The apartheid regine
comiinues b0 seek 10 break oat of isolation in ithese areas, with mined swroess,
particularly on the cullural Meld The internaticnal campaipn has boen
sirengthened by the growih of the cullure of esistance inside Sowth Alnic,
and the devefopment of non-racial progressive amdemics Org2nisafions al
mrany institutions, The promah of sueh struclures has served 1o e peourage and
inspire funher effons 1o sirengthen the ovool 1.

In 1he cultural arena, the launch lasi Seprember of the South African
Miusicians Altance (SAMA) »as a signifian development. SAMA aims to
unite and organise progressie cul tural workers and promote 1he culture of
resistance, 3AMA planncd a major launch concen in March, which was
banned by the regme. As 3 gesture of sohidanty, 1he AAM and Aniss
Apainst Apartheid secured messages of pppert and condomnation of the
ban for 3AMA from lop performers indeding Simple Minds, Dire Srails,
Wt Wel Wel and Fhil Cialling a5 well as (he Musicians Unions, SAMA'S
development has been hampered by fepresiion, including the delention of
its leaders.

Anotier welcome development has besn the establishment of the Film and
Allied Workers Crgamzation (FAWO). The Movement has mel with
represcntatives of both 3AMA and FAWO during the year.

Visils to South Alnca in breach of the boyeotl have amtmued in both
academir and culteral arcnas, alikough numbe s, particulary in relaton (o
fnusicians, appear o be dropping, Mo Brilish bands have appeared a Sun
City i the past year a significam development ceflecting the growing
sirength of suppent far the boyootl in the music business. The main arwa
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whent svidenoe shows an increase in collaboratian isin relation ioactors and
ACTTEREEE,

The Sowrth Africa film industry continues Lo develop ils altemps o luee
fareign performers and flm-makers @ participate io its growih industry of
third e movies. Amongst Bnish actoms who have gone to il in South
Africa oor MNamitna in the Jast ysar hine been Donakd Pleasance, Chnstopher
Cazepoe and John Hurk The AAM has ensured that their names #ill
appearanthe new LN cultural regisierand has assisied a range of joemalists
and Blm-makers with detailed informaticn on this aspeet of ollaboration
wilh aparithed South Alrce. The AAM is curmently coflaborating with
Arekopancnp, the British-hased Sourh African cultura] workers group, in
relation i d campaign tostop the possibie distritruion ke e of one such film:
The Gods Must Be Crazy 11, & cacist film cancatering the &hoisan
(Bushmen) which is el 1o go ul on Ihe jntemational qrouit. This case i
alse being taken wp by the Film and Allied Workers Organisation inside
South Africa,

Follrwing a year of major public sctivity, Ariisls Against Apartheid has had
4 quieler year as regards public activity, but conlinues to be & wildlly
impanant organisation for ihe work of the Movement in the caltural feld.
AAA foumder Jerry Dammers and AAM Brecutive Commities member
Bemic Grant MFP worked dosely with 2 rap organzation BROTHIER - Hack
riyme: organisation Lo help equal fghts - which produced a well received
record 'Bayond the 166h Facallel” with all proeds going o the ANC The
record wenl quickdy to the top of Lhe Rap Chart,

Key Britsh unjons such as 1he Assocation of Unnersity Teachers and 1he
Musitians Llnjon have mainlained their importanl policies in support of the
oyoit,, The Movemeni lisises with and Zies guidance (0 a range of
organisanions in relanon vo the boeott and prosddes an information pack on
ihe academic boyeodt. The UN Repisier of Actors, BEntertainers and Oihers
who have performed in apartheid Squih Africa continues o be widely
promoted, In addition, the Movement has alsc assisted (he Linited Nanons
Iy providing devailed ressatch for updating the register for 1989, particularly
in mlation 10 the growang viedations of (he boweott in the (ilm industry,

Jazm Againsi Apartheid, a new mitiatree 0o promote Lthe anli-aparihid cause
amongsl jaz kners, was founded dunng the year and staged 3 qumber of
suectsslul benefits at the Jarz Cafe in London and clsewhere. Anintefim
oommiltee was ctablished in Seprember al 3 mecting addressed by AAM
Deputy Execulive Seeretary Alan Brooks

SOUTHERN AFRICA - THE
IMPRISONED SOCIETY

HUNGER STRIKES

On 23 Janvary 1969, 20 dawainees held in Diepkloof Prison cmbarked onan
indtfinite hunger sitike in protest against their continued detention sahout
trial under the State of Emergency. They were arer joingd by others in a
similar situation in vatious pans of the country. By February ener 600
detainess were oa indefinile hunger strike across South Alnea, OF those
detained aver 100 had besan held in continual detention singe June 1966

The hunger strikers senn open lerters to the Minisier of Law and Order
outining their demands. Central to these was the issut of their 'unjostilied
and prolonged detention wilhout frial’,

In an atwernpl w break the hunger sinke the prsos awhoninies begaa
mmoving those on hunger sirike avay from other posons os sich e wilkin the
same prison of to police stations clsewhere. Medical attenibon was also
withheld firom some strikers.

The emergency delainees wee joined in thelr hungersieike ty 18 detainees
held in terms of the Intermal Security Act which provides for e finite
debeniaon, intormmunicada and in salitary confinermant,

Ax the honger sinke spread and grew in sicéngth SATIS meponded by
aclivaling its 3,000-5tmng cmergency mailing sl at both national end
inlemational level in order §o pulblicise a5 widely as possible this heroe
sirugghe, Thres rimes in a5 many sacks at the height of the hunger sinke
emergency mailings were camicd out relaying the lalest informalon from

mentonng bodies inside Fowh Africa, i panicular the THuman Bighis
Commisseirn. SATIS calied lor & massive deluge of kiters to the Soulh
African Siatg President demeanding the immediate and unconditignal
reieass of all detainees and to the British gove mment demanding an urgend
intermation 1o secure the melease of al[ det@iness and the [ifing of the State
of Bmergency, SATIS also made wigenl represenanons 1o the Foreign
Offce bul this was met with a bland welcome for Liw and Onder Minisier
¥iok's promise of a review of individual cases.

In addition to extensive mailings, on 12 Febuary SATIS slaged a Service of
Wiintss For the Detainecs, supporicd by the British Council of Churches
(B, al the Chuch of St Mantin-in-the -Figlds, Trafalgar Squane follooed
by a well-atiended solemn candlelit vigil opposite the South Alrican
Embassy, The satace was 2ddressed by Axchbishop Trevor Huddleston and
athers taking part were Rev John Lencla and Rev. Brian Brown (BCC).

Across Britain vigils, scovices and solsdarity fasis were hel by S3ATIS
suparters 10 highhght what was becoming within Souih Alnca a 1ense, if not
criucal, situation as the Nirst hunger sivikers neared dearh, Under increasing
pressure the Minister for Law and Order mel Erwyors, chunth ledders and
parenis of deiainees and on February 16 gave an undertaking toexamine the
casc of each devainee. By the end of Mamch ewver 300 detainezs had been
reteased gnd by April 800 had been wleased, a great vitory indesd.

Howewer, of those relsased owver 450 were served wAth heawy mestriction
orters making 1hem vinual prisoners in iheir own homes, Todiay there are
wer AN restrictes, showing thal resinciion i increasingly being used a5 an
altemative to detention wilhowl 11al. Besipctees ape at nsk {rom the terror
1actecs used iy the regime and those operating with its sanction. An sxampls
of the informal viclence now used Against activisls - and one which atiracted
wide inlemational allenion - was 1he assassinaten of Deanvad Websier in

May.

Further hunger strikes have conplinued intermiticntly over the res) of the
year and wherever posiible SATIS has responded o requesis for
intervent wons from bodies within Souh Alfica.

STATE OF EMERGENCY

On 10 June 1989 1the South Afrdcan regime mimposed the State of
Emergency for a Jourth year. Tn response SATIS supported the
Anli-Apartheid Movement's prolest pickel of the South Alncan embassy,
In May SATIS had appealzd 1o the Rritish gove mmeni 10 make every sifort
to cnsure thal il was nol renewed.  The reimposition of the State of
it rgtncy portends the continued banning ¢f organisations and curtailing
af theirt at tovities. Tetention withgut 1nal has conlinued, albeit ona redoced
scake. Mogi public meetings, gatherings and funeral processions ane still
tanncd or restricted, The rmedia remain heaaly censored and prevened
Erom operating [reely, The secunty foroes will continue 1o wse the Stae of
Emexgency 10 321 culsids the law, safe in the knowledge thal they will not be
expened.

NO APARTHEID EXECUTIONS

‘The campaign 1o save the Sharpvilke Six, which climaed in March 1958 and
conlinued t01 run al Jeast until September of that year, gene rated such intense
intcmationa] pressure on ihe Pretona regire, and highlighted sosharphy the
issue of political executions, thar between 25 March 1985 and 20 Apnl 1939
no such cxecutions wire camed cul. Inside the country the Save the Fatnols
camypaign ke pi up the pressupe , and lawyers invoheed inhe defence of those
an Freath Rirw exploued with growing suocess The fes availah|e avenues for
blocking or deferring impending cxecmions. Faul Tefo Setlaba, whose
cxecuiion was Hrsl announced [or 10 June 1993, then [or 24 Newvember 1988,
had his death semance commuted 1o 3 years on 1 March 1589,

Simoe there was @ neal dangere that (he regime woubd rcsume exccutions
whenever it deemed it eppofune, unkis govermments sith influenee on it
made an issue of polilical executions in general, (instead of inte naening only
in exceptional circumsiances), a campaign 10 change British policy on this
ISEe Bacame nectssary,

OndApn] 198%, 1he 1enth anniversary of the hanging of the A NC fombatant
Salomon Mahlangu in 1979, SATIS lauached a naw initialive 1o Bbong & hal
to aparthetd sxecutions, with the objective of securng suppon from MPs of
all panies fer a Rritish policy of inlervention in a1l cases of politcal
extouiions by the Souh African regime.




The campaign centred o a penition add ressed (o parlameant, running until
Ootpber, which was due (o b hatded 1o (he Speaker in carly Novemiper, It
was launched ai & press conferenoe ghen by GeolTroy Bindman, CThair of
AATIS, with Andrina Furbes and by Kriel, 1he mothers respectively of
Ashley Forbes {gaaled for 15 years for ANC midilary activitees) and Ashley
Krigl (membet of the same unit as Forbes, who was murderd in cold blood
by the 54 poliee in 1987 The mothess also allcnded a public mecting
organised by Lawyers Apgainst Apartheid, and ihe National Commillee
mecting in Cilasgow. A programme of media bnelings and orher meeungs
around the country was arranged [or Mg Forbes by SATIS Lo promaote the
winning of Frisoner of War status for capiured combatants.

Within a week of the launch of the No A pariheid Execulions campaign the
Sowh Adrican repine gave notics of its inlention 1o cxpcule Mdumise Sile
Siphenuka and Mackezwana benze of the Addo Y outh Congmess Their two
co-accused had their death sentences commuted to 25 years imprisonment.
SATIS immediscely put into achon itls emeTgency procedure in an altempt
o prewent the executions being tarmed cul The British government, Ve
EEC, the Commaonwsealth, the United Salions were all notified and
enoouraged tomake inlervenLions tosave Lthe lives of thess young men. Other
national and international bodies were alented including Fumpean AA
Gimups, trade unions and the media,

The cxecutions wepe nevertheless camicd out on 20 April and 54155 held
an all-night wvigl ouside the South Alrwan embassy as #n act of solWarnty
%ith the familics of those tanged. In response to this execution 3ATIS
circulated the petition as wide by as possitrle in an<ffort (102 nsurs 1hal as many
poople as possible sere informed of Lhe apanheid egime’s pracice of
executing s political opponents.

Apanicular focus of the campaign, worked on Joimly with Lawyers Against
Apatiheid, has been the granung of Frisoner of War stalus lor caplured
combatants of the African Watiopal Congress who have 12ken up amms. The
Gienem Comanhons on the humanilanan conducl of sar recognise Lhe
kegitimacy ol such struggles and require the South African authorilies to lreat
capiurzd freedom Mghters as prisoners of wear,

1 mid-May three funher seecutions were anwounced of young actviss, one
of whom was 3 member of the Afpcan Nanonal Congrese. Agam 55715
actvated jis emergency procedure which resulted in scwveral potable
inferventions including one by the Spanish gevemment acling on behall of
the EEC. SATIS hetd a lunchtime pickst of the South African cmbassy e
protest at the proposed executions and w0 consecoiive all night vigils, Asa
result of the pressure exenbed oth within South Adrica and cxtemally stays
of execution were granted for Senibe Masulou and Dupa Mbonane, However,
Abraham Mnpomezulu was exscuied at dasr on 13 May 1989,

Al the same time (he death sentencss agrinst William Micmbela and
Treluvuyo Mgedezi were commuthed to long prison sentendes. The successlul
CEMPAIENS tunan their cases are eposted bl undor the Joint Campaign.

As well as the petition SATES hawe peen circulating campaign cands
SnCauraging supparters o rEise ke guestion of apanbeid sotculions with
the povermments of;Britain, Freace, the United States, West Germany and
with the United Mavions. Posiers and slickers wene gso produced for the

CAMTpaLi g,

On September 2R the fourth political executon of the year was carmed out
when the South Afrimn regime exccuted Mangena Jeffrey Boesman despite
a wide range of celis for clemency. This execulion was of particular
signifliosnoe as (8 was the first pofitical oeculion under the new laadership of
F.W de Kicrk. and fourth in 1989 . more than in each of the wo preceding

PEA.

The importance of the campaign was vnderdined by 1he sentencing o demh
in May of 14 af the 26 Upingon tnalists, Convacled of killing a policeman on

the notorious basis of ‘commen purposs,” the 14 represenl a cross-section of

the community in (he Upington toemship of Babelielo in the northern Caps.
In August SATIS met with one of the defence altomeys and an exlensive
series of bricling mestings took place with influential figures and
organisasions wnder the awspeces of SATIS. On Docber 13, the third
anpreersacy of the stap of the case, SATTS launched at a press conference
the campaign to Save the Lpington 14, Speaking at the launch wers Gegffrey
Bindman, the chair of SATTS, and Jerry Ndow, assistant gemeral secretaty of
SAYCO (South Alncan Youth Congress), and a commites member of the
‘Save the Parrniors Campdign'. A leaflet owllining the case of the Upington
4. 3 hadge and a posier are now being widely distobuted ty SATIS.

For many the highlight of the SATIS calendar was the No Aparthad
Erzcutions Rally held on 11 October, UN Day of Solidanty sith Political
Prisaners in Sowth Africs. Thme keynole speskers from South Adrica
adressed the mesting: Mres Laah Tutu, one of (hoss armested during a
womer's march o the Brtish consulate in Cape Town to demand the
unconditional reprewve of all those on death noen Audmy Coleman, of the
Detainees Parents Support Commitee; and Jery Mdou of e Sine the
Parncis' Campaign and the South African Youwh Congress. All speakers
catled for a change in British governmenl policy 5o that they intervene in afl
polivcal death morw cases immediatety. The rally was chaired by Glemys
Kinnock, 5ATIS sponsor, and other speakers intuded Mepdi Mamang,
ANC chicl representacn in Bhtain, and Garlictd Davies, geneml secretany
of the shopworkers” union LHSDAW  shich played a major roke in the
successiul campaign to save William Mtembela from caeoution.

A new initiatien Lhis year by SATIS in reletion 1o Ik Mo Apantheid
Exccations campaign, bas been the instigation of iciter and card sending lo
the political prisoners oo Dheath Rowr in Pretonia Central Frison  Many
prison s spend years on Death Row in miserable conditons, In theony they,
unlike ordinary political prisoners, mn recerve an unlimited number of
keLters. SATTE therelore aims Lo build up (o thousands the pumber of kelters
arriving on Dath Bow, Swuch an action will alse cnsurs Lve apan neid regime
iz wicll awere that the inlemational community & [ollowing the case of
cveryons on Dicath Row,

NAMIBLA

Througout the year SATTS has been invohed in varous clther empaigning
activities, Farly in Lhe year a document was produced utlining cmiain
aspects of 'Soulh Alrice's obligations in refation o the implemenation of
LUNSCR 435 The document wes cicculated widely (o infernational and
national odies imolved in the process of monionng the nplementastion
of UNSCR 435, The document listed the principal legislation used for
political repremion and listed the known political priscns s held by Sowh
Africa. SATIS disinibuted the document o thess bodies 1o help ensurs tha
all repressive legislation was repealed 3n4g all political prisonc s released, To
date most of the polineal prisoners in Mamibia hiove bean released, though
sight pemain mcarcerated (ncluding Leotard Shethama who s on Death
PR in Pretoria Central Prison. SATIS will continue to campaign for their
melease,

This year SATIS joined the Southem Alrca Coalition and has been actily
involved in working with chuerches, trade wnions, local awthorines,
development agencies and other bodies to securs a fundamental change in
British govemment policy towands South Alnca,

MANDELA CAMPAIGN

The huge Nelson Mandela Wh Birthday Tribule 2t Wembley Stadium an 1
June was undoubiledly an culsianding event that captured the imagination
of millions derves Lhe world, Bul as woil as ity political impact, the concert
was intended 85 3 und-Rising svenl

From the outs it was agreed by Anisis Agains! Apartheid and the AAM
that apy Minancial surplus would be split 3% 1o 1 AAM to GRencs the
Melson Mandela: Freedom at T0 Campaign, and 50%% to children s projecis
in Sowhem Alrnica, (0 help those most glfectod by 1he hormoms of apartheid.

By late 1968, toczl income Mmom the concert, inctuding vcker sales, TV and
radio fees and memhandsing ame to £345% mithon. Bxpandilure, including
costs of the venue, advernsing, bands' expznses, production and
adminstration, 1otalled £2.25 millian.

50 the surplus was £1.2 million, althowgh some additional inocome has also
accrued during 1989, This surplus has been divided berween the AAM and
seve agencies, who, onoe they have rezlaimed lax, will have benefitzd by
LO0E]000,

These agencics are: the Catholic Fund for Owverseas Development
(CAFOIN, Christian Aid, the Save the Children Fund, Oxfam, [DAF [who
will spend theic share on the Sob Plaatje Edeeational Trust), War on Want
and the Buhop Ambrose Feeves Trust (BART). Projecis being funded
include: the Fumnd for War Yictims in Morambique, Food Add lor Creches
and an Abandoned Children's Centre in Angola.

Frecdom Producicns, the company sel up by 1he AAM to provids legal and
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financial back-op for the Wembley concert, on 1he other hand, has no
chantable s1atus, Once corporalion tax & paid, the AAM reoehves E390 000

The Melson Mandela: Freedom at 70 Campaign, 3k well as being (hs most
ambitidus campaign ever mounted by the Mowement, was the most
cxpenzive, coeling approximately £400,000, including the costs of the
Glasgow and Hyde Park rallies, the Freedom March, publiciiy and
advertising, additional stafl and adminstralive cnerheads,

A a oeremony in the Africa Centre on 13 Do mber, atiended by Mandela's
lawaer Ismail Ayol, Archbishop Huddleston handed cnar cheques to
mpmsentaties of the scwen agencics and the AAM,  All the speakers
stressed thail the campaign for the uncenditionat relsase of Mandela and all
olher political detainees must continue,

Towards the end of last year the "Nelson hMandela Emergency Paition® ssis
widely drculated in respomse to the news (hal Mandela, suffering from
tuberculosis, had Been moved to hospital. [n addition to the petition, (he
Anti-Apartheid Movement placed a full page adwertisement in The
Qtrserver calling for Melson Mandela's immediale relcase,

Throughoul The year thers has been much spoculation about the possblc
release of Melson Mandela. [n July he was imvited 10 meet President PW
Botha - 2 mezting which he used (0 assert the growing centrality ol ihe AMNC,
It would now appear thal Mandela has used his influence to secure the
release of other leaders, buthe has indicaved chan he himsalf dees not expect
to be released in 1989, The internahional and imemal pressure is now sg
strung that his ¢ lease could 1ake place inthe near fulupe, ut he regime has
sihilt grven oo firm undertalking on this soone.

JOINT CAMPAIGN AGAINST TRADE UNION
REFRESSION

of the AAM Trads Union Committee and SATIS Jaint Campaign Againsi
the Repression of Trade Unionists in Sowih Alfnmca and Namibia At prsent
forty national irade unions support the campaign, including the FDA and
ISTC which are nor alfliaied natonally to the AaM.

The Movement's ACGM in November waz enlivencd by 1The welcame pews of
the release of former taibwvayworker and ANC stalean Haoy Grula. His
releass ollowed on from aiensive cam paigning by the NUR's Rail Against
Apartheid and the Joinl Campaign Against the Repression of Trade
Uricnisis in Sowlh Aftica and MNamibia, Rail Agsinst Apartheid organised
a posteRnd campaign tocall for his release and the Toin Cam paign circulated
model kiters Lo be dispaiched o the Sewuth African authorilies from
branches of British 1mnsport uaions.

The Joimt Campaign has continued 1o prgritise campaigns 10 $ave trade
unignists on death row, The MUM lollowed up their petition 1 save the
BN 3 by circudaning 20000 [eaflews calling for profests to save Tjelhnay
Mpedesi (the other two of the NUM 3 were acquilted).  The case was
exrensively featured in The Mincr and Yorkshire MMiner.

The shopworkers wnion LSDAW produced a petition calling for the
comenu ting of the death penalty against South Alricn daiwnrer William
Miombela. Thos wee signed by oeee 5000 of their members. The Joine
Campaign also worked wilh the International Transport Workers
Federation mver the case of (gur members of the South Alncan TGWU wha
were o Death Fow for their supposed mle in killing 4 bus driver during a
shyaway. All si trade unionists had their death sentences commuied,

‘The Joint Campaign continuwed to work =ith the Conlederation of
Shippuilding and Engincering Unions to oblain the rtleasz of the defendants
in the Alecandra Fre trial, imolving the General Seepetary of NLMSA,
Meets Mayekiso. Our campaign malesial was widely circulaled throwghoul
Ihe labwtur and Itade union mavement, Model articles wers produced for
Irade unicn jouraals The AAM akeo cooperated on the zpeaking 1our
immbving Khola Mayekiso, organised by the TUC 1o fanher highlight the
Inal, (Sce also Trade Lniong).

Tha Jounl Campaign launched a major inilialive 10 ohtain the release of 'the
father of Sowlh African trade unionism Oecar Mpetha, The mmpaipn was
made possible by the Oinancal support of the TOWLU, The campaign aas
launched the Pressdent of the AAM, Archbishop Hudd|eston, 1he General
Secretary of the TUC, Norman Willis, Oscar's son ‘Themba and Bob Parry
ME. Campaign material was widely circulated thorughout the labowr and

trade union movement.

“The caee wal the most widely fealured anti-aparthe id issue over the last yoar
in trade wnion fovmals. Protests were organised over (he failure of the
regime o release Qscar toatiend the Tuneral of his son Karl who died i a
Toning aocident. A appeal for fumds to place an advenl in a national
newspaper was sponsored by 1be TUC. The advert was placed in the
Guandian on Sculh Alrica Fresdom Day, The surplus geoerated by the
appeal was wsed 1o place full page adverts calling for Mr Mpatha's releasc
in 0 progressive South African newspapers Soulh and New Nation. Tag
earty day melions ciruclated through the House of Commons recejved the
Support of over 10K MPSs (the sccond meceiving all party support). A
prolest was organised outside the South Afncan Dmbassy (o mark Mr
Mpetha's Bth hirthday which was addmressed by the President of the TUC,
Tony Christopher. At [#ast eighl other couniries organised protests on this
day. Mr Mpetha was cventually released with s other ANC stalwarts in
Ocrchr 1739,

The Joint Campaign produced material with (he civil sarvioe unions CPSA,
IPCS, IRSF and NUMCES (o highlight the continued impeisonment of
S AP Scerctary of Labour, Jason Angula, Mr Angula was eventually
released in lale 1968, At a reception in b honour Mr Angula expressed his
apprecation forintemarional efforis o obtain his rekeass,

The communications unigns CMA, NCU, STE and LICW teck up Ihe mses
of members of Post and Telecommunications Workers Associalion
{POTWA) wha werr delained in South Africa. Rail Against Apanhcid has
continued 1o feature the campaign (o s3ve the SARHWLU 4, New malcrial
on this case will be aviilabk in the near Fulure, The MUM has 1aken vy the
case of miner Lucky Momnganga who is on death row in South Adrica and
new material on 1his case will be available (mem the Jaint Campaign in the
near fulupe.

The Joint Campaign organised union wide prolests over the dewention of
COSATL) regional organiser Demsie Ehumale and further protests on his
re-arrest for breach of Rstrctions placed an him. The Joint Campaign is
plarming to highlight the case of TOWL member Alfred Ndlov who was
imprizoned ot five years for ANC actvities. Finally, the Joint Camipaign
has worked with Amnesty Intemnational and One World to Fenher highlight
aspects of repression of trede wnionisis in South Alnca.

CHILDREN'S CAMPAIGN

As a confinuation of the campaign to Free the Childeen From Apartheid',
the SATIS Commiltee on Children organised the seminar on "Childesn,
Apartheid & Repression in Namibia®. The seminar was held at the Mational
Union of Teachers headquarters on 29 Corcber and was attended by 400
people.

“The keynote address was given by Hidipo Elamutenya, SWAPOQ Scerelary
for Infarmation amd Publicity, with sdditicnal contribetions by |gnatius
Shigwhameni, General Sccretary of 1he Mamibian Maronal Student's
Crganisation (MANSOY, The afllemoon session was divided into three
workshops on law, sducalion and bealth stich sere addressed by David
Smuts, advocale of the Supreme Court and Director and Founder of the
Legal Assisiance Centrs of Mamibia, Dr. Sclomon Amadhila, senior
pacdialrician at the Oshakan Hospital and teacher Balbina Jausss,

A unique fealure of the seminar was the panicipation of three young people,
Tackson Anghuue, E Aite ngela and Jacobina MNealikokule, who give moving
accounts of their personal experiences under (he apartheid regme.
Archbishop Trevor 1luddleston shared the mle of Chair with CieoiTrey
Bindman; other panicipants included Gus Tohn, Julic Faundez and Dr
Pamela Linkin,

Thig timely semmar focugted on the importance of winning independence
for Mamibia, and therefore of providing suppon fer SWAPOD in the
fortheaming inde pendencs eleclions, and it enocuraged panticipanis 1ashow
practical support by taking part in ann-apartheid astivities.

The tour was organised jn conjunclion with Ihe SAT1S Committee on
Chikdrzn with 1he particpation of Avelino Munhameze (20.30 Apl) apd
Lina Magaia {1-18 May) from Morambique, Momvula Mokomane (rom
South Afoca and [gaatios Dempers from Mamibia. Facicipants from 1he
SATIS Commiitee on Thildren included: Faney Buchan MEF, Roben
Hughes MF, Joan [estor MP, Vigona Brtain, Mike Pye and Glepys
Kinnock. ‘The pasticipants addressed four one-day seminars {Manchester,

public, many of whom had never had never had conlact walk the work of the

The tour generad much #nthusiasm i Soetland and the nocth of England
sirenglhening ewsting campaigns and plediging support for new initiglives
which included wilnessing 200 siuedents from Lthe Thomas Danty College in
Leeds enthusiastically pledpe 1o bowooll the produrts of apartheid o their
caleringcaree s, Many boans are now considering linking towns, schools and
colleges with similac instituions in Mogambique. A cheque for L1500 was
presenoed by Tymeside AA for & radio transmission set forihe Manhica area
in Mozambigue,

The second leg of the taur, in the southern part of the country, was initizlly
plarned for the awtumn of 1982, bl was posiponed undil Febuary 1990 in
order ot o clash with the wvital stage of the Namibia campdign.

YOUTH AND COMMUNITY WORKERS

A Youth and Community Workers Against Apartheid dayschonl was sel up
in respernse to "Children, Apartheid & Repression in Soulhe o Alnca” held
in Apn| 1968, The dayechog! was atiended by 13 peopls who participated in
2 wide range of activilics designed to increase avareness and cacourags
QiscusEIn AMangst YOUNE people,

1hesc incivwded wotkshops on using vsual ans, video, drama, poetry, thythm,
Development Education materials and games providing Youth and
Community Workers with information and practical skills.

INTERNATIONAL WORK

evelopments in Southern Africa have made il even more important (or
Dlh: Anti-Apartheid Movement 1w play an adive rols intemationally in
promating ils policies and campaigns Duning (he period coered By 1his
Beport the main focus has again been on the Unitzd Nations, the
Commonwealth and the Evropsesn Coomumity since these are the arenas in
which the British govemmen! plays such a key mole in sceking Lo block
effective intemational acuion.

THE UNITED NATIHONS

The role.of the Uniled Nations has been especially critical during this period
hecause of ils responsibility For the decolinsation of Mamibia. The robe of Lhe
UM came under speeial focus in late December 1988 whet the ve pemtanent
e mbers of the TN Sscurity Counal irst proposed a peduction in the site
ol the mililary campoeneat of the LUNTACG operation in Namibia.

The Anti-Apariheid Movement mads nepeated reprsemations to the UN
theoughout the period especially in esponse 1o the decision of the UM
Secoolany-Otneral 1 sancton the depimyment of South African militaoy
fooces afier 151 April in breach of the U Plan. These mepresenlations
focussed on ihe repeated failuce of the LN o ansu e (that Sowil Afnica fully
complied warh the LI Flan, iz inability 1o exen fullcoalrolove rehe lermitony
and its refusal to eMfeciively confront Sowth Adnca.

The e of the five Fermanent Members of the Security Courcit (China,

Frnee, LK, USA, and L35R) was of special concem especially since twa,
China and the USSR, had tradilicnally supported the anti-cokonial siuggle
in Mamibia and Souihern Afnica. This new role of the (e pemnanent
rremne s hias clear wnplicanons for the future positon of the LN in relation
o Fouth Africa.

The Anti-Apariheid Movement has continwed to werk closcly with 1he LN
Specizl Commines againsl Apartheid and the Centre against Aparthed. T
weis particularly cacouraging that Major-General Garbs, the Migenan Chair
of the Special Committes was clecied Prisideat of the Ul Generl
Assembly, ‘The Special Commities supporied many of the @mpaigning
initiatives of the AAM incleding sponsenng the Boyeon Bandwagon.

The Movemen has co-operaled with a range of oher UN bodics.

These include the TN Seourily Council Arms Embargs Committes (see
Mililary and Nuclear Collabomiion); the U Human Rights Commisson
{the AAM was again imvited to presgot evidence ta s Ad Hoo Working
Group on Scuthem Africa: and the Cenlre on Transnationals (Abdul Miney
ard Mike Terry of the AAM were Doth invited 10 present evidencs 1o s
Panel on TINCr in Soulh Africa and Mamibia which held heatings in Geneva
in September 1989),

The LN General Assembly in 1788 resolved that, for the first Lime, a Special
Sesston of the LN Deneral Ascemtly shiuld be held during 1989 to focus on
I issut OF aparthend and this is 10 1ake place from 12-14 December. It is
hoped (har this will provide a pew tmpetus 1o the Lnived Naions affons in
suppor of the struggle 1o ¢liminaie apartheid.

THE COMMONWEALTH

The Anti-Apanheid Movement contineed 16 focus specal auention on the
role of the Commonwealth during this period - a5 it has dons since Soulh
Alrica was excluded from the Commonwealth in 1961,

This has invobed closs relations with 1he Commonwealth Secretariat,
especidlly the Secrtiary General, Shnidath Ramphal and the Deputy
Seeretary-General Emeka Anyacku. Bolh have given & ¥6 iy wiITh feceplion
10 repregsnlatives of the Mass Democratic Movement who hene visited
Bntain under the auspices of the AAM.

The Commonwealth has continued (o provide an impeius 0 the
internélional campaign againsl apartheid through the Commonwealih
Foreiga Minislers Committe: on Southem Afnica. The Committee, chaired
by the Canadian Foreign Mingier, was established al the Vancowver Heads
of Government Mesting in 1957 kut boyootted by Britain, During 1958 ic held
tan ricetings if Lutaka and Toronto atwhich the framework of its activitics
were arreed.

T meeting in Harare in Febraary 198% was of special importance in view of
deveiopments in 1he region especially the then imminenl commencement of
the implementalion of the TN Plin. Abdul Minry, the AAM Honorary
oL retary, was give i @ second hearing at the Commities’s mestng in Harare,
Far that meeting (hree shudics produred by the AAM s e presenied. The
Commines mel finally in Canberra in Augusl 1959 prior (o the
Commomwealih Heads of Govemment meeting in Kuala Lumpur, The
Committe undeniook valuable work in the relalion toihe arms embargs,
financial sanctigns and trade sanctions as well as South African
destatisation and countering South Afnican propaganda,

EUROPEAN COMMUNITY

The Liaison Group of AAM: created in Scplember 1988 in Athens inorder
1o co-ordinale anu-apanhsid activity within the Ewropean Community has
supcepded in consolidating 151 in a numbe rof significant ways, The Liaison
Group consisis of 14 anti-a pattheid movemenis in 11 out of the 13 member
Elales,

The Lizison Group met twice during this peood - in April 1989 in Drussals
- and in September 198%in Faris, Al the Brussels meeting il adopied a joint
Manifesto fer the Euwropean Blections and a co-ordinated campaign was
organised throughowt the Community 10 secure endomsement of the
Manifesto Proposals from candidaies and panics contesting the el oations
In Brtain all Labour amd SLT} candidates endersed 1he hanifesio as did
mest Gmeen, 5ME and Flaid Cyvmre candidates and the e wer: sympathetic
responses from several Conse nalive candidares,
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The Brusscls meeting of the Growp provided an upportunicy for a seoes of
mectings inchuding one with the Viee.President of the European
Commission Maponsible for External AfTairs and samior ofMicials of the
Commission. Relations were also esiablished been the Liaison Gooup and
the SANANMS1and ing Commitiee Secrelariat which co-ondinales 1the EC'e
Sperial Programme for Viclims of Apartheid.

Baihihe Brusse1s and Parss mectings [ocused in particularon the ECs policy
towmrds Maamibia. At the Paric meeting agreement was reached on a
Memorandum on Mamibia which was presented o the French Vice Foreign
Minister, Mme Avice, a1 a mestingat the Owai d°Osay lolowing the Growp's
mecling.

Bumpean Community polcy towards Southern Africa was the subjectof a
special mesting between the Forcign Minisiers of the Community and these
of the Fremtline Stales in Lagembourg on 121k June.

An encouraging development, m this
regard, has been visits from Japan, Hong Kong amd ciher Asian countries
where Lrade relations with South Afncd are expanding.

TRADE UNIONS

he Struggle sgainst apartheid is now cleatly the major internaticnal
camp2ign issue [or the British irade wnion movement.

The past year has séen a increasing unity and gonfidence in the democm@fic
trade unico movement in South Africa. The formation of an industrial
union in the garmenl sectar, creating the Congress Sauth African Trade
Union's {COSATU) third largest affilizte, brought the membership of thar
federation to over one million. Theee is abso grewding vnity in the weaching
sector with 1he establishment of a co-erdinating tody to create a upited and
progressive teachers union.

The year has alsq been typified by growing political maturity on the part of
the democratic trade union movement. [n March 1989, ihe i Workers
Summit brought logether repressmatives of all COSATU's wnions, of
eleven affiliates of the National Council of Trade Unicns (W ACTU ) and of
independenl unions representing 150,000 workers ta discuss thelr cam peign
to fight the Labowr Relations Act,

Diespite inlensive police harassment and disruption, a second Workers
Summit lcok place in Augusl involving COSATL, NACTU and the
indeperdant trade unions planned for three days of protest action against
the Act tocaincide with the racist glections on G 5cptember, and an ovatime
ban that stancd on 22 Scptember.

Cher 3 million workers and studems partic pated in the stayaway making il
the largast political proest in Sowh Afncan history. The fact that the
stayaway involved far more peopk than the signed wp membership of the
democratic cade wnion mavement vndedined the resihignce of trade vaion
crganisatpon m the face of state aitacks and the increasing co-operation
Berwean these structures and communily based organisations.

COSATU constitubes an integral pan of the Mass Democratic Movement
and has been aleading urganiser in the defunce campaign. COSATU 'sthird
CONEress in Angust took imporant decisions on building the MDA,
adopting the Afncan Naonal Conyress guidehines for a constitution for a
post-apartheid socsty and 10 launch a campaign [or 8 Workers Charterin
1he context of the broader démands contained within the Freedom Charter.

However, the prospects of 1he formaticn of one trade wpion federation in
South Afncasiill appear tobea bonger term goal, alihowgh both COSATLY
and NACTU recopnise that one federation would be in the mmterests ol the
Sogth Aftican working class and the siruggle againsl apartheid. Also
debilitating divisions exisl in one of COSATU's |argest affilales the
Commereial Calenng and Allied Waorkers Linion (CUAWLUSA) despite
atrempis to bring opposing sides (ogsther,

The democratic trades wnion movemsnt has gontinued to be subject 1o
sustainod attack by the apartheid regime and state backed viglantes. The
Latour Relalions Acl constilutes the most severe allack on the democralic
tradhe uniCn maorement in over tenyears, Linion offidals and aciivists have



been arresied and detained. Lndon buildings attacked and ansscked, [nthe
Matal. toade ymon actpists such ax Jabu Ndlons hat besn murndered
apparently by supporters of Buthelea’s Inkatha movement.

The AAM has continued (0 eneourage trd e unions in | his country to suppon
their Sister unions i Souih Alnca and Mamibia, and cspecially to show
solvdanty with them in the face of mounting repression- The AAM orgamsed
a numbgr of solidanty advenis in South Alncan newspapers, signed by
twenry-fwo national trade unions, to mark the third anniversary of the
foundation of COSATU in December 1982, A “Hands Off COSATLY'
protest was organsed outside the South African Embassy to mark this
anmprsary, The AAM also co-ordinated solidarty messages From British
trade unigns 1o the teo Workes Summis and thisd COSATU Congress,
Messapes wers alsg organsed foom British garment wnions 1o be sant to the
founding congress of the 150,000 stmng South Afrcan Qlothing and Textile
Workerms Union {SACTWL). The Fire Brigades Union (FBLY) has
co-ordinatéd trads wnion protosts againsl the Labour Eelations Act- Todate

I is widely reeognised in the AA N
and amangst our trads wnion affiliaes thal such solidaity links have greatly
enhanced the puren il of mebilising sofidan ty rom amongs! therr members,
In some cases, excellént educational and campaigning matanial has besn
produced.

The MUR's Rail Against Apartheid
campaign regularly repons on developments sath it propects in support of
SARHWLY. NALGU gives exls nsive coverage to its aclinities in suppon of
PGEHAWL and MWUSA.

The AAM ro-operated with the 'Sisters of the Long Bach' wour which
higlighizd the siruggle of members of NUMSA with British mulli-naticonal
BTR.

The 5AM Trade Union Committee has concentrated it effors in mobiising
suppont for the independence process in Namtibia, The NUNW and its
elMifiates arc supporting 5% AP0 in ihe claction campaign, NALGO sent a
delegation to manitor (he preparations for the elections. The delegation's
repor was extersively covered in MALGO News, and even carned ihe Prime
binister's congratulations 1o NATLGO for its excellenoe. The SWAPD
Ekection Campaign Appeal was widely cinculatad throughawi the trade union
mowement, For frst time in the TUCs history, 1the General Secretany,
Morman Willis swpporied an slection appeal by endorsing the 5WAFO
Flection Campaign Appeal.

obstruction, Inpreference toa picket Fife AA hung banners across a major
mad into the own. Bristol AA took an approach invobing more siamina
namety a 24-hourpicker whilst Islington AA invobved a singing group, "Raissd
Yoices'. Perhaps the most determined form of this action has besn that of
Hammersmith & Fulham AA whe heee picketed cheir loca! stanon for over
100 weeks. From their eperience Hammersmith activists wrole a briefing
for Andi-Apathed MNews for other Grosps to plan and sustain such a
campsign,

Actity against Shell was stimulaied by the Local Group in the village of
Staverton in Dewonwhen an AA cam paigner clashed with Shell whoarsved
1o make a L300 000 12 levision commercial on location. Residens were hired
a5 extrs and mos! passed the money on theer pansh counal, which was also
given £R00 try Shell's fibm umil. At 3 mesting held 1o discuss 1he issue, the
village was azked to "distance itsell from Shell and jts invnlvement with
apanheid.

Anoher example of working ainh ather organisations and wdthin the sider
community was MNewport AAs intervention with the kocal borough coundl.
Following discussion the council refused a request from Shell to take pan in
a local youlh emplkyment pooject,  Birmingham AA Ieaflzited @ Shell
regional shareholders meeting a1 Solihull Conlerence Centre on 4-3
October.

Ciher aspects of BASY were covered. Anti-apanheid campaigners look the
arganisers of 1he World Travel Market at Obmpia, by surprise when they
staged both a pickel and a st-down protest. Their aim sas 1o highlight Sourh
Mfrica’s participation in the Igurism exhibition, the Brgest of it kind in the
workd-

Harngey At hiave utilised diract acton in theic continuing 2 mpaign against
their Iocal Tesco branch in response to 1he siore's breach of repeated
assurances 1o cusiomers that the eountry of onigin would be maged on all
poods,  Adter heanng complaints feom cusiomers that avocados were
displayed a6 “country of Ongin vanous”, tvo proesions went into the store
and refused to move from (he display arca, The deputy Siore manager was
urnwilling to discuss the matier or show labelling on the bowes. The manager
called the pulice, bul no charges sere brought, An keast one ot her custiomer
wree 10 Teseo 10 52y hat she and her husband sould nod shop at the store
in future in disgust at the behaviour of Tesco management.

Shellield have exiended their campaign by producing special cands in the
build wp 1 @ 2 day boyooty of 8 Tesco branch held this Ociober, Three
thousand wers senl by shoppers 1o the local managemen! asserting thay il
South Afncan products weme ool Temoved he shoukd expect 3 massie
stayaway, When Sheifisld AA undencok a similar venhere in 1937 over 200
Ehoppers were turned away from the store, bosing Tesoo an estimaled £10,000
of business. Twa members of Lewisham AA were acquitied on charges of
obstructing the highway during one of Ihe proup's weekly Sarday moming
pickels of the Teseo Supersiore in Lewisham's shopping centze in south -sast
London, Polics allegatiens thal pedestoians had been ‘Toresd’ 1o walk in the
toad to avoid thee picket were dismissed i ooun by an independant witness,
Members of Lawyers Against Apartheid prepared the case and represented
the twia in court,

The Buycott Apartheid 89 day of action against Testo on 22 April was 2
resound ing suctess and demonstraled the indusiry and commitment of our
Groups o deliver action on a aationally co-crdinated basis. Virtualty all
Loval Groups togk part and reported great public support. Haringey Al

uged a free-Toot high head of PW Batha whose mouth acted as 2 postbaox for
keniers of protest addressel to the store manager, Redbrddge handed out
5000 leaflets on 1he day, while Blackburm & Dareen AA found the msghes
baing swooped upon by somecns who (wmed oul 19 be a regional Tese
manager. An aparih#id-fres picnic proved popular outsids Tesoo
headquarters in Cheshunt, Hertfordshire, but Southwerk Ad were pol so
Tucky - one member was armesied for chstruction. Dutham AA, displaying
theis conlinweed artistry, made surm shoppe rs looked at the labe! by produting
a colourful banner incorporating brend names and bogos.

Responses 1o other aspects of the boyeotn mere picked up by Local Groups.
A natable example was Southwark AA's inlenention over 8 World Boxing
Assocmrion nul# Nighy, screensd Ine 10 50uth Africa, between South African
Brian Milchell and Londoner Jim McDoanell. Mitchell daimed to be
appebscd 1o apartheid, but let slip his tne eolowrs by suggesting that P W
Botha was anti-apartheid. The venue 5 oweed by Southemark coundil, which
had breached ils own strong anli-apartheid policy by booling 1he even
Althowgh the light was not cancelled thert was a ravcous and large picket
coordnated by the Local AA Group,

Haringey staged & Cricket Camival as part of the Stop the Tour campaign.
Under the slogan "Gatting's balling for aparibeid - We are barting for
freedom’ celebrities joined local community Organisations in e specialoicket
march, Many groups were prodal in the S1op the Tour' mmipaign organising
emergency profesis 3t short potice. This demonstratled Groups' capabil ities
1o respond quickly and significanthy;, many of the de monstratims were very
well supporied, notably Bristol where over 200 aitcnded, Flasnngs shere 120
vocal supporters galhered, and Chelbeoham and Cante b rywhene the media
cowe rape and bocal activicy wes comsiderable.

The campaign against debr recheduling was 1aken sericusly by Local Groups
and rmuch ol the proundwork had bean laid for siepping up the momenum
up activity for the Internarional Week of Action. The anncuncemeni of the
rescheduling has angered who ate keen to lake the campaign Tinancial
sanclions further.

Local Growps wrnderfook SATIS campaigns with vigour. Bamet Ad
combined their annual general mesting with a pubdic mesting addressesd by
Geolfrey Bindman, Chair of SATLS, who spoke on the sham of the “legal
sslem’ in South Africa. They undertook extensive work in support of their
adopted polincal prisoner Ahmed Kathrada, South Devon A organised a
vigil and photographic exhubition at Totnes,

Many groups responded to mlls for increased activity on the 'No Aparheid
Exxculions’ campaign and the plight of detainees.  Morth Stalls AN
orgganised 24.-hour fasts 10 draw public attention o these 5ues one of which
for "Peace, Libe ity and Social Justice in Sputh Afnca' invabved the Bectoraf
Stoke-on-Trenl, Ron Casan, and oolleagues, and the Rewd Gerald Slarkey
of 5t Paul's, Mounl Pleasant,

Richmond A appmached the maverin a dilfersnt way, To drdw atenEon
to the continued imprisonment of Nelson Mandela they released a
declaration from nearly 20 leading figures in Richmond including ihe mayor
and Sir Richard Attenborough, who declared their commitment 1o
boyootting apartheid prodyce as a way of supporling the campaign for his
release,

Lambieth Ad have collaborated in a project 10 commemoale the death of
Heewor Perterson, the firs1 of mamy hundmeds of chikdmn shod dead inthe 19776
Sowelo uprising. A site has been landseaped by Lambeth Council for the
statue of “The First Child' ereated by Zimbabwean sculpior, David Mulasa,
The project, the inspiration of the loca] 198 Gallery’, isinlended as a inbue
torall thoss who have sacrifieed their lhes in (he anti-apanhed stroggie,

Another community imiliative wags that of Hackney Community Agrinst
Apartheid which carrics the message of the struggle againsl apartheid into
the Turkish commurity in Hackney and to olher sthnic minoniues.

Creer 200 pecphe came 10 hearthe neswdy-appointed Mozambican ambassador
1o Britain, HE Armando Panguene, pay tributs to President Samora Machel
om the second anniversary of his death. The awdience heard & sucrinet
analyss of the political and military siluation by jouwmalist Victiona Bridlain,
and »as the first Lo vicw Toni Strasburg’s new Mo on the fate of the childen
of the regien, ‘Chain of Tears'. The mecting was chaired by Margaret Ling
ol the AAM, Aftera Inely discussion and a short break for intemational
food, the svening ended with the Mozambican band Matcla. The mecting -
organsed jomby by the London Commintes through west London AA
Groups and the Mozambique Anpola Commtize (MAC) - raised over L300
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forvillage self defence in Mozambique.

Another commemoratpe veni, for 1he 1hih annbversary of Kassinga,
imohed the eMorts of the London Committcs and MAC joined by Lhe
Mamibia Support Commilice, Waron Want, and the Britain Ovba Resouree
Cantre.

Both the Lomdon Commiltes and the Shelliek Southem Alrica Hesoumes
Centre have begun producing |heir own prinked news bulletin, The Scollish
Commities plans an information bullstin for Local Group members,
affiliates and ofhe ¢ supponiess £ntitlad The Mosement”. Ipswich AA spread
the message through their oem radio broadms) on Vie Radio, the local
COMimunity Stalion.

The British Ambrose Reeves Trust Informalion tour reached many Local
Groups and prowided a forum Tor disoussing ‘Children under Apantheid in
mectings and setunam {please g2¢ under SATIS),

Too numemius to record here are the myrisd mectings, conferences,
dayschocts, newskel lers, leallels, publicity stunts, ete which flfil the function
of educating and informing cur membership and (he wider public.

Al AA Groups rezlise Lhe importance of press and rmedia act bity, and some
have a greal deal of sophisiication in their approach. Enficld A4 received
signilicant local coverage when they willily highlighved the Eact that the
new-pom child of the chair of the group, vpon disoovening he shared the
same binhday as PW Batha, “joined” the Local Growp. His mother and
father pere delighted 1o aocept his applicaticn and weleomed his decisicon Lo
immediatey bogin boyeobiing Shell petmol stalions,

i stream of press releases from Hanngey AA scught to highlight their
activity i an interesting and ‘catchy’ manner. They were successiul,
panacularty waikan the black press (as were Motting Hill AAJ, in cliciting

mmpaigning Tesource. However it is still vnder-used as a goume of
information for, fnom and abwrul Local Groups

Lowal Girewps conlinue to supply the AAM HO wilh informacion on their
aclivilies &nd contribube 19 the discussion of policy but this remains diversz
in quantity t0 say the least. Functioniog noi sl a= an indicator of
anli-apartheid activity, this informaton can abss be disseminated 1o others
&5 wril as forming the resenoir of information for the compilation of chis
report.

Local Groups mestings - scheduled the day after NC meclings - ook place
on teo oomsens apd their stis and content coniimmed 1heir dasieability.
Varied jn size but consstent in their in-depih and informal natute they have
premided a most uscful forum and appear 1o be well regarded,

The impontance of Local Groupinput into the National Committee cannct
be undenslimated. The wider the imvohvement of Grou ps party to decsion
making ihe grealtr the tikelihood of effective pdicy implementation. Apool
lare system operates to snsure thal all Groups pay the same farc to artend
nG malter the distance ravelled and 2 creche is availabk, [ isa malier for
some reprel that many Grouwps ave nol meprasemied. Many Groups do
comtiribute howtver and pronaded, for expmple, an important nput on
distussion which in Apnl resulted in the paper 'Fulure Development of the
ASM being sdophed by the NC

DEVELOPMENT

The appaintment ofa Freld OffGesr, Gerard Omasia-Milsom, has faciliated
the precest of development of our structures epd  increased support for
Lexal Groupe in matlers of policy, ergaciation and fnanes. Critical feps
have, Iherefore been taken in the right direction, howewer 1hey remain sops
and much diligence and application musl yet be cxeried,

There & a much wider wdersianding of our membership structure, ic.
nationalindrvidual members (INIM's) and local individual members (LIMs).
The A FIC has been notifed of 4,218 LIM 's by 90 Local Groups. There
appearsto be a profound variation in the nature of the me mbership structure
of Lom| Groups [mom the ad-hoe 1o the advanced. Size varies signilicantly
a5 4o Ihe membe ship raies on which ihers has been debale on the nepessity
or otherodse of a standard local membemship Tec. Servicing of MNIM's is
gimilarly diverse; howevet 8 consensus Jooks like eme rging with [SIM's being
contacted intermitently forthe high prority events only,

Undersiendably (and approprialety) the prcrily for Gooupsis campad gning,
Hopsever there may be a lack of balance in some instances whe re altaniion
I CrgERisation, administration, membership or Anance & minenal resukbtiing
in srudural weaknesses, This can linut the abiliry to campaign most
effscimaely. For example a lack of proper membe ship moonds and fnancial
planning hinders the abiity of a group 1o grow beyond a certain size.

An wnderlying nted has been identified for support, training and
communicalkon in these arcas. Plane for a series of regionally basaed
mechings covenng membership, fnance and fundraising are to be put 10
Local Groups for 1990 The aim of these is tosirengthen our crgansalional
pasis, More spaalically it is envisaged 1hey prosade an oppon unity 1o explain
pracedures at the AAM HQ, provide caperttise and guidance on appropriate
procedures for Lo Groups and very importanlly listen 1o Local Group
idess and reeeds in these areas. The level of such discussions would vary
depending on1he skills and vegquirements of Lhose attending.

The mgional mebilising conferenees to debate he implemenation of
Boyetl Apanheid 87 in February and March stvengihened the process of
regicnalisation of the Mowement's local sicuctures. Eipht mgonal Ad
Commitiees nes exist and informal communication is mow much preater in
areas not covered by regonal committees. These ad.hoc commitiees
rypicaily pome Logether for specific projects and events. The necessity for
surh liakon wes highlighted during the Wur of the Doveait Bandwagon

Circulation of matenial, speaking a1 meetings and produection of local
publicity iswidespread and contribuies 1o the identityol the Groupand helps
ingrease ity impact on ofganisalions in the Jocalin. Imikiatives, such as the
Southemn Afrca Coaliticn, have prosided an opporiunity 1o contact local
organieeiions previcusl not antomatically identificd with the AAM.



Bnstol &AM have established a Southemn Africa Resouroes cenirt on the
mvodel enploped by ShefTrebd AA which will employ & fulltime wosker.

Ar imporianl developmend in The process to pounber the continued apd
chronic usderfunding of 1he AAM has been distussion al the Natonal
Committes of the role of Local Anti-Apartheid Groups, The agreement (o
institute a0 Annval Local Group levy was an important clement of the result
of thegs diseussions, which inok place al three conserutiee MC meaetings. The
plans are being implemented at the [ime of wiiling. As with any new system
a pericd of acclimatisation is expected. L s envisaged that the Levy will
prduce a regular base of fimancial support to the AAM whilst not himiting
the abiliry of Local Groups (o functon politiealty and financally. Henee for
example the continued development of 309z schemes and a wide definition
ol whay antivities, that prerde Tinzncs Tor the AAM, wall be part of the ey
ic raffles, Sowcio walks cic.

One hundred and (hiny-nine Local Authorily delegales repoesenting 70
councils atlended Lthe fourh bizanial conference on docal avthotity action
againsl apartheid held in Sheffleld on 16 - 1T February, This positive
conference built on the sugeess of previous ones. 11 elected a new Local
Authorities Against Apariheid (LAAA) national sicering commiltee and
adoped 2 programme of action. The programme identified cortain key
argas sconomic acton - it was agneed {0 suppon 1he AAM'S “Baneooit
Apacheid 3% campaign; action on political prisoners [0 gnee panticular
attention 1o repression of ovic keaders and community oganisations (a
memirandum enthis ssug is curently being Mnalised in liason with SATIS);
and MNamibia, LAAA agreed to sponsor the Namibis Emcrgency Campaign
and follewed developments jn (he indepe ndence process intervening with the
Brtish gmemment and United Mations where appropriate. Other areas of
pricrity were educalion, tourism, the Fronttine States, sports and culture,

By note speakers were; HE James Gbeho (vom the United Naticons Special
Committes Agminst Apanheid, Mendi Msimang (ANC), Peier Manning
(SWAFOQ) and Dudu Chili from the Soweto Civic Association,
RPepresertatres of Zambia, Botswana, Tanzania, Zimbabwe, Cuba and
Muzambigue alse tock part.

Mazochester city coundil's "Anti-Apariheid Weeks' reached oul toall seqiors
of ihe oity, bringing them Asian and Afncan music, such as Katy and Fela
Boul; filma such as *Chatn of Teas"; and anii-apanbcrd speakers. A special

church service was abso heid, as wei| &5 pottry workshops, nn ans and crafts
Muir and Afvicen drumming  Cowncillor Mile Harrison apd iocal MP's with
represéntalives from the counsil's working party presenteda 10,006 signa twre
petition calling for the relesse of Nelson Mandzla to 10 Dovning Streer. The

An upsurgt of suppon in colleges in particular wes seen at the start of the
last academic year. AF a dirccl resule of the impact of che summer Mandeta
campaipn, student groups were gotting Y0000 new members at Lus lime.

Likewise the strugale of the youth of South Africa and Namibia themsetves
has provided great inspivaton, The emergencs of the Soulh Alrican Youlh
Congress (SAYCO) ai & major political femce in the Mats Democratic
Movement, spearheading the campaign againsl aparn heid execotions; and
the promrth of the Namibien National Swdents Organisation {ANSO)
Ieading a massive students boyootl earlier in the year and now, a5 & oew
afliliate of SWAPD acively campaigning i the clections, have both been
important developments in the region impad ing on young people hee,

Studenis have continwed 1o play an active role ina »ide range of campaigns.
Mailings posiudent grovps have induded highlighting imhe Mamibia earnpaign
and the debi-racheduling campaign at the stant of the new grademic year,
Many stwdent groups have taken up thess and othet msues throughout the
year, MLFS has alsocinculated maicrial on the debbeampaign and did a special
mailing ter all Student Union on the Namibia eampaign. Boyootr Apartherd
B has also had a high profile in colleges Some groups have Largeied Tocz]
supermarkets with 3 high student marker, others have been boosted by visils
by the Boyroll Bandwagon.

The Movement continuss o work with a mange of student and youlh
Grganisaticns: liagon with the MNatienal Unjon of Sludenls continues as a
prioahy: a range of Injliatives are planned for the new acadomic year,
following on [rom the first \erm pricoty work on Namibia, AAM's campaigns
arc also featured regularly in NUSs publicalions. A4 had 3 skl and
presente at Lhe twao NUS national conferenres during the year, an imporniant
opportupity Lo mect student activisis and promote campaigns. Oiher
Qrgansalmone with whom the Movement conlinues bo liase include the
Uniled MNations Assoeqation Yeouth, Young Sotat and Libeml Democrats,
Mational Organisation of Labour Students and the Wioodorslt Folk,

Al the initiative of SATES, a number of youlh and student organisanons are
frow planning 1o acibeely ke wp spealn cases of prsoners on Death Row
imvehing young actfists. The organisations pamicipaling in this important
development are LINA, Youth, Young SLD, NOLS and WNUS. ‘The visitof a
representative of SA YOO and the Save the Palriots Commies provided an
imporiant opportunity to bricf these organisations on the campaign.

k amongs! women iz Ikt AAM mechrad a long-awailed new
»U impeius this year with the adoption of the joint Executive
Commiltec-Women's Committee repont “Mobilising Women Against
Aparthesd” at the 1988 AGM and the commilment with il to a year-ong
Campaign on vomen.

This paved the sy (or the appom tment of & {2 mporaty »omen's Campaign
arganiser and the crgansaton of & Month of Action on Women in March
and a national “Womsen Againsl Apartheid’ conference in June.

Despite short time for preparation, a fcalet "Bwery woman can do
spmething’ was prepared for the Month of Action and women organised
Ty aclivities from pickets to pubbc mestings, exhibibons and eneiit
concers, up-and down the country. Women's pickelswere organised outsids
the South African Fmhassy on Intematiconal women's [ay and Sharpeville
Day, focusing in particular on women politicsl prisoners in South Africa. A
spenial membership leafler aimed at women was also produced. An AAM
social oveni was also organised at ihe Women's TUC

To buil on the activity and enthusiasm gentrated by the Month of Action,
g onnferenos for women only - the first inthe AAM's history - was held on 3
Junc. Though originally intended 1o be planned by a Preparatory
Commitiese made up of nepressntatoes of other somen's onganisations, in
the ewent it was planoead by wosmen lrom the Executne Commities and the
Women's Commutiee and attended by 170 women.

Speakers from the ANC and from SWAPO foruszd allenlion on varous
aspects of the struggle againsi apanheid for women in Scuthemn Africa.
Wormen shared and developed ideas for action againsi apartheid and
discussed the posilion of women within the AAM and the question of how
to mobilise mose women at all levels inlo action against apan hed, Feedback
was monitored, aod the consensus was thal ihe day had bean well-organisad,
enjoyable, instrugine and Aimulating,

Amangst 1he demands which emerged from the conlference was Ihe nead for
the AAM 10 have a woman's woice which is acoountable and representatee
of all women in the Movement, nel just London-based. This, and other
recommendalions were discussed by the Mational Commities and will form
pariof the remit of 2 Working Party which has becn sl up 1o address these
iS5Wes.

Intensive discussions were keld on (ke issue of Equal Opporunilies policy,
and a wide-ranging memorandum was preparsd and pul lorwand (o the
Excoutive Committes,

Throughout the year the AaM Women's Committee has continued o
produce the Women's Committes Mewsletter, In Febuary a highly
sucessful cabaret evening was organised pointly with the AAM Lotdon
Commities (o support the Women's Commintee appeal for a mumibus for
SOMAFCO. In October a brefing meeting was organised for the South
Afncan trade unionist Entma Mashining, Work is continuing on building a
network ofwomen inttrested in the acinaties of 1he Women's Commiltee.

he Black 2nd Ethnic Minoritics Committes staged its Grst public ovent
Tin Maywith an Afrimn Liberation day selidanty ovening 2t Soho's Wag
Club, addressad by Dernie Girant MEP and represantatives of SWAPO of
Mfamitua and the ANC of South Altca. A colkclion for the SWAFO
Election Appeal Fund brought an enthusiastic response.  Contnbulions
Tt hed 00, with 2 pledge from (he Mational Black Caucus of £100 topping
the donations

The evening also featered a fighting speech by Frelimo militant and
Mozambican author Lina Magaia. AAMvice-chair Dan Thea made a sirong
appeal to the Black community and ethnic minerities to boycott Sputh
African poods and gt involved in the Tight against apaniheid. The evening
was brought to a rousing conclusion with South African Ireedom sengs jed
by the ANC choir singing and gancing.

In Awgust the Comamittee coopersted wilh the London A4 Commikice,
YWomen's Committes and Church Action on Mamibia in preparng and

stafling u floal at the Noting Hill Carnival which was designed 10 promote
tupport for SWAPQ. A considerable nomber of SWAPO WILL WIN !
hadges were sold,

In a continuing effort to encourape Local Growps Lo implement the
guidelines for work in black and cthoic minosty communities adopled by
the 1987 AGM, the Commines held open mectings in the lunch -breals of
the Natignal Commitice meetings al Glasgow in April and Candilf in July.
Folkmr-up work is necded, and it appears that many Local Groups have yet
to consider kow tabuild links in their area, Dermand fortheleallel prepamd
by the Committes (Riack Solidaricy - a Call to Antion) continues 1o be good,
and it has been reprinted more chaaply by omiting unnecessary colowrs,

The Committes was invited by Lhe Extcutrve Commilies bo consider a draft
policy stalement on FEqual Opportunitics in Employmem.  Several
discugsions weoe held, and a fresh draft was submitted to the EC.

A surey of the compositnon of the Excutive Commdlies and then other
AAM Commiltess at nalional kvel presanted to the Manional Committes
in September showed that of the 1olal membership of 158, (which includes
2 degree of duplication), approxdmately 25% were Black and 389 were
WOITE.

The Commutic protested (o the Elome Office about the seizure of Vimj
Mendis from the manciuary of a church in Manchester and the prospest of
his deportation, bt s hortty altersards the deportanion was @mied gur. The
Commilles 2150 sent solidanty messages {o teo anli-rzcis demoslalions in
Southhall & mark (he tenth ananersany of Lhe death of Blair Peach. The
preduction of an anti-apariheid rap recond has bezn reported abores vndar
the Cultural and Academic Boyoott.

The opening session was addressad by Rodney Bickersialfe, General
Secrerary of MUPE, Bxsa Dhlamiai from the Mationa] Education Health and
Allied Workens Union {MNEHAWL) from South Africa, Barry Kisinasamy
from the Wational Medical and Dental Assaciation {NAMDA) rem South
Africa and Peter Manning from SWAFD, A solidarity massage was also

rh has been procecding steadily for rauvch of 1he past year oo the
mlurbishmeat of additvottal premises in Mandela Sirect, and il is
hoped thai ihese will ready for occupation in a couple of manths. When
completed, they will pronide much imppoved facilinies for vwluntecrs, storage
and despatch, and Tor the moeption of visilors, as well as much necded
additronal office space.

It has long been recognised (hat 4 very heavy burden of the work of the
Movement Falls on the sialf at Mandela Street. The dedication of the H()
slaff is a sounce of great strengrh to the Mowemen, and their growing
professionalism resulling from ancumulaed cxpersnees will surth siand the
AAM in gond stead.

The burden on the salf has been particularly onemus this year - partly
because of the increaging pace of evtnis in Sguthern Africa and the
multiplying demands upon the solidanty movement, partly because of the
severe cash fow problems encountéred i the spring and summer.

A third factor having a majar impact an staf{ this year has been the ramber
of posts thal have Eallen vacani, some of which 100k longe r than expecied 1o
Bl T has iaken neary @ year to Rl Lhe new postof General Managzr (initially
advertised as Finance and Asdmimstaie Serrelany) - a crucial addition to
the FIC} manage me ot tean - and this gap in the manags ment structure placed
additional strains on vimually all members of stalf. Homever, wilh the
appointment of Lasler Hlipghns wo this posy, to1ake effect shorty alier the
AGM, we shall at long 1asi have a full complement of stall, and imporesd
prospects for reducing the lumaver of personoe).

Much altention has heen given during the yeartocstablishin g and improang
mythods of managenme nt and organisation, morder to ine redse SMcency and
minimse waste. Central to this effort has been the esablishment of 3
Management Commities, comprising oertain lay officers ogether with (he
Exgcutive Secretary and Depurty Bxecutive Secrctary. The Committee
oversees finance and pe rsonnel mante zs, and with the addition of the Generzl
Manager it will be the pivod of (he day-10-day running of he organisalion,
umlcr the guidance of the Execurne Commitee.

Tribute is aizo due to the volunteess at HQ, withoul whose selfless
perlormanee of many laborious and tedicus tasks the 130's funetoning
wild be sericusly impaired. An initiative by some of (he woluneers led to
the June Fun Run, an imaginative innonalion shich it & beped to repea in
1554,
