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I have now r ead  your mehorandum and c a r e f u l l y  considered 
t h e  ques t ions  it r a i s e s .  We covered i n  cons iderab le  d e t a i l  
many of t h e  ind iv idua l  t o p i c s  i n  it dur ing  our  r ecen t  
m e t i n g  ( i nc lud ing  Namibia, t h e  whole quest ion of  s anc t i ons ,  
t,fae Falkland I s l ands  a i r f i e l d  and so on);  and o t h e r s  have 
Seen d e a l t  wi th  I n  correspondence between t h e  Anti-Apartheid 
liovement and t h e  Foreign and Commonwealth Of f i ce  i n  recen t  
months. 

I t h i n k  it is f a i r  t o  s ay  t h a t  we sha l e  i - 1 ~ ~  aame goa l s  
i n  South Africa:  an i n t e r n a t i o n a l l y  recognised se t t l ement  
I n  "Namibia, a reduc t ion  of t ens ion  and v io lence  i n  t h e  
reg ion ,  and progress  towards a form of government i n  South 
Afr ica  based on t h e  consent of t h e  South Afr ican people as 
a whole. We a l s o  s h a r e  your abhorrence of apa r the id  and 
of  t h e  measures by which t h i s  po l icy  is enforced. Where w e  
d i f f e r  is on t h e  means which a r e  most l i k e l y  to inf luence  
t h e  course  of  even t s  i n  Southern A f r i c a  and b r i n g  about t h e  
peaceful  Behievement of t he se  goals.  You would have u s  
disengage oempletely. Your memorandum urges  t h e  Government 
t o  review i t s - p o l i c y  towards South Af r i ca  and t ake  t h e  
necessary dec i s ions  t o  do t h i s .  

In  c o n t r a s t ,  I do n o t  be l i eve  t h i s  t o  b e  t h e  r i g h t  
aovroach t o  t h e  nrohleias of Southern Afr ica  and s o  I do not 
accept  t h a t  t h e r e  is any need f o r  a change of  go 
w l i c y .  I n  o a r t i c u l a r .  I must stress t h e  Govern 
feelief t h a t  wider s a n c t i o n s  aEaiiZSt South Afr ica  a r e  
HBllkely t o  be  e f f e c t i v e .  Indeed. they would be  coun 
produc t ive  and s t rengthen  oppos i t i on  t o  i n t e r n a l  reform an<l 
remove a l l  p rospec ts  of a settlement i n  Namibia. Nor do we 
be l i eve  t h a t  a t t i t u d e s  can bes t  be changed by i s o l a t i o n  an4 
ostracism. Th i s  does not mean t h a t  we are no t  working t o r  
chaage i n  South Africa.  On t h e  cont ra ry  we use  r egu l a r ly  
and POsitiVely our  l i n k s  and con t ac t s  as w e l l  as a f r ank  
d ia logue  with  South Afr ica  to encourage change as-d reform.

We a r e  committed t o  t h i s  and w i l l  continue ~ u r ~ e f f o r t s .  However 
I am bound t o  accept tha t  i n  a d i f f i c u l t  and complex s i t u a t i o n  
s ign i f i can t  progress is very d i g f i c u l t  t o  achieve. 

On the  new Falkland Islands a i r f i e l d ,  I a m  glad t o  repeat 
mv assurance t o  vou tha t  no eau iwen t  o r  mater ia ls  fo r  I t s  
cbnstruction w i l l  be suppl iedfrom South Africa. 

A s  regards the  Marconi a i r  t r a f f i c  cont ro l  radar ,  an export 
l icence  was granted f o r  this equipment on the  understanding t h a t  
it is to  be  exported t o  t h e  au thor i ty  i n  South Africa responsible 
for-the coa t ro l  -of c i v i l  aÂ±- ty&f l̂e- iflÃ‘Se'nt&er' AZyCca; W e  
t ake  very se r ious ly  our obl iga t ions  under the  UN A r m s  Embargo. 

I do not remember agreeing t o  arrange f o r  o f f i c i a l s  t o  have 
a fu r the r  meeting with you t o  discuss a memorandum you a r e  
preparing on t h e  UN A r m s  Embargo against  South Africa. But I 
am qu i t e  happy t h a t  such a meeting should take place. Perhaps 
you would contact Southern African Department (Jeremy Varcoe on 
233 5189 o r  Nigel Thrope on 233 4954) d i r e c t l y  t o  arrange t h i s .
